SBESC Offsite Information Cart 
The SBESC was contacted by the City of Rolling Hills Estates staff with regard to an idea suggested by Mayor Judy Mitchell for a sub-station or kiosk of SBESC located in the vicinity of Rolling Hills Estates, possibly at their large shopping venue known as The Promenade.

SBESC staff met with Rolling Hills Estates staff as well as management of The Promenade.  Management offered, free of charge, the use of a vendor cart that can be used as an information cart.  At no charge, Management also offered to have the space around the cart available for use as a site for open-air seminars and/or SBESC environmental events such as expos.
The cart has four sides where a “black box” fits inside to allow for information racks.  One side is covered with glass to allow for items to be displayed.  The SBCCOG would be liable for damages such as if the glass were broken.  The cart has sides that pull down and can be locked and unlocked by Promenade security personnel each morning and evening at no cost to SBCCOG/SBESC.

SBESC offsite information cart would require minimal staff time to, on a regular basis to be determined, replenish the information to the cart.  No staff time would be required to attend to the information cart on a daily basis.  SBESC would provide for the information racks and display items to be attached to the “black box”.

RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommends that we plan to use the vendor cart that the Promenade has put at our disposal and evaluate its use after 3 months – at the August Steering Committee meeting.  Any and all agreements required will be submitted to SBCCOG legal counsel for review.
