      I.    SBCCOG Membership
· The County of Los Angeles currently contributes to the SBCCOG in the amount of $3500 for each of our two supervisors.  
· Recently we learned that in the last year, the other Los Angeles County subregions have admitted the county as full voting members.  They are receiving dues of up to $30,000 per supervisor in some cases. (ex.  SGVCOG is receiving $90,000)

M.   08-09 OWP projects submitted

· SCAG set a deadline of January 4, 2008 for submitting our OWP requests for next year.  Although SBCCOG staff objected that this would not give us time for Board member review, they did not change it.
· The submission is as follows in priority order:
·  Assist our cities with developing their Carbon Blueprint – ca. $90,000
·  Communicating the Guidelines: PowerPoint Based Discussions with South Bay 
     Stakeholders – ca. $45,000 
·  TOD Concepts for Marine and Hawthorne Green Line Stations – ca. $75,500  
·  La Cienega Boulevard Corridor Improvement Project - $160,000  - please note 
     that the SBCCOG is requesting money on behalf of  the City of Inglewood and 
     the city will be the lead agency on this project.
· Additionally, we are carryover into next year the following projects that will not be complete this fiscal year since they haven’t started yet due to late funding:

N. Media Preparedness Training
· The last media training provided by SBCCOG for elected officials was offered in April 2005.

 LEGISLATIVE PROGRAM        
O. Congestion-Reduction Demonstration Initiatives Application – letter of support
· Metro submitted an application to the federal government for a congestion pricing demonstration project.  Included in the application was the Harbor Transitway and  the El Monte Busway along with the Rte 10 extension, Rte 60 and Rte 210 as a second phase.  

· Metro has asked for a letter of support understanding that it would not be able to be sent with the application in December and that the decision is supposed to be made before the end of January.  

· The SBCCOG has no position on this project which is precedent setting for our region.

· There are several issues that SBCCOG staff has posed to Metro staff that need resolution in the application process:
· The Harbor Transitway passes through some of the poorest areas of Los Angeles so adding a toll could be a real hardship and inequitable

· Adequate bus service must be instituted at the same time as the tolling is implemented.  Adequate would be 15 minute headways or more frequent.

· Tolling the transitway does not address the major bottleneck on the 110 when the transitway ends at Adams.  

· Revenues from the tollway are supposed to go back to the corridor.  Since the transitway passes through several cities, who will make the decisions on the parallel improvements and enhanced bus services that will be funded?  Also included should be other capital improvements that could assist with traffic flow and congestion relief, such as projects ramp improvements, signal improvements, etc.  It should be noted that the ancillary improvements must be able to be implemented in 18-24 months.
