A. League of California Cities – passed out summary of Governor’s budget proposal and the League’s ballot measure text
B. AQMD – SB 827 threatened by environmental groups.  Suit has been filed.  Need letters sent to federal EPA.  SBCCOG to send a letter. – letter sent 1/18/10
C. Request from city of Gardena – SB 1 support.  Tightly controlled by the state.  How would it impact Torrance, Carson, and others?  Find out timing and bring to board if necessary – otherwise next month.
VII.      Reports from Legislative Representatives

A. Oropeza/Weissman – many people’s property tax will be going down but not everyone’s.  SB 836 = bill introduced re: mammograms to allow women under 50 to get them and also for low income women.  (now = 40 and older) urgency bill.  Can’t even get mammogram if Dr. recommends it unless you are over 50.
Re:  budget – only $19.9 billion deficit from 6.6 billion from this year and $12.3 billion for next year.  Shortfall is based on lower revenues, court decisions, erosion of previous budget decisions, growth of population.  $82 billion now and used to be $120 billion.  
Oropeza asked to be removed from Appropriations and is now on Energy, Utilities and Commerce

B.  Wright/Orton – explained that special session is now – bills easier to introduce and only need majority.
