Shared centerline project 
· Plan for maintenance – There is an ongoing concern with the maintenance of the centerline project, who will maintain the project, who will monitor updates/changes?

· At this point, each city will continue maintaining their own streets by checking the layer out and in from the ftp site.

· For right now, the sign-out, sign-in worksheet on the ftp site can help us monitor the activity.

· Steve from Torrance suggested that in the future, the COG server should be used to host replication for the centerline file and any other shared files.
· We might also consider downloading the “Editor ID” from ESRI ArcScripts to track who is making changes and when.

· Data connection speed to the server is another concern
COG Server

· Update on status (Josi) - Currently the Server is still not turned on due to issues about placing it in Carson’s DMZ/Firewall.  Currently there is no link on the COG’s website or on most of the South Bay Cities websites.
· Both Torrance and Redondo Beach said they would check into the possibilities of housing the server on site 

· Josi will research what it would take to turn it back on and continue hosting it in Carson.
· What are some future uses of the COG server?

· The main uses of the COG server include facilitating data sharing, applications for editing, disaster and emergency preparedness information and use as a transit and transportation resource for COG-wide projects.  There is a possibility that the Traffic Alerter application will continue as well.

· There needs to be communication about the project to determine whether the GIS works or not and if there are any other problems with its uses

· Bonnie is planning to purchase a new plotter and is interested in input from others.
