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Gina Marie Lindsey was appointed Executive Director of Los Angeles World Airports by Mayor Antonio Villaraigosa effective June 4, 2007. In announcing her appointment, Mayor Villaraigosa said, “In searching for a new executive director, we knew we needed someone with experience, with the ability to build bridges and with a vision for moving the area’s airports forward. We have found the perfect candidate in Gina Marie Lindsey.” 

Lindsey brings 16 years of experience in airport management and a record of success in renovating and expanding international airports. One of her key responsibilities is continuing the modernization and regionalization efforts among LAWA’s airports, and initiatives to update airport services. 

Before joining LAWA, Lindsey was Executive Vice President of McBee Strategic Consulting, LLC, a government relations and aviation consulting firm in Washington, D.C. Prior to that post, she was Managing Director for the Seattle-Tacoma International Airport (Sea-Tac) where she was responsible for the operations, maintenance, and strategic and financial planning of the airport, which serves nearly 30 million passengers a year. Under her guidance, Sea-Tac took on a $3-billion, 7-year capital improvement project, including the construction of a new runway, demolition and reconstruction of a concourse, and major refurbishments. 
She also served as Director of Aviation for Anchorage International Airport where she managed the airport’s transition from an international passenger refueling stop to an international cargo hub for Federal Express and United Parcel Service. Prior to managing airports, she worked for the Alaska Department of Transportation on surface transportation issues. 

She was appointed by the U.S. Secretary of Transportation to the Executive Council for Next Generation Air Transportation System and the Airport Cooperative Research Board, and also has served on the World Board of Directors for the Airports Council International and chaired the Airports Council International-North America in 2003. 
Los Angeles World Airports

Los Angeles World Airports (LAWA) is the aviation authority for the nation’s second largest city and hub of one of the world’s most populous metropolitan areas.  

LAWA is governed by the seven-member Board of Airport Commissioners (BOAC).    Policies of the BOAC are carried out by a professional administrative staff and over  3,700 employees who operate and maintain the four (4) airports that make up LAWA: Los Angeles International Airport (LAX), LA/Ontario International Airport (LA/ONT), LA/Palmdale Regional Airport (LA/PMD), and Van Nuys Airport (VNY).

Airport revenues for Fiscal Year 2007-08 are expected at $691.4 million and are derived from aircraft landing fees, tenant leases, and concession fees from more than 350 tenants.  Airport expenditures for Fiscal Year 2007-08 are anticipated at $633.1 million and include bond redemption and interest; maintenance of buildings and airfields; operating and administrative expenses; and equipment and roadways. 

Los Angeles International Airport

LAX is ranked fifth busiest airport in the world, both in terms of the volume of domestic and international travelers.  In 2006, 61 million annual passengers used LAX, of which 16.9 million of these passengers were international travelers.  During the same period, 2.1 million tons of air cargo was transported through LAX.  

LAX’s annual budget is approximately $500 million and it contributes $61 billion to the regional economy each year or $167 million per day.  Approximately 419,000 jobs are directly or indirectly attributable to airport activity, including more than 50,000 jobs at 254 firms (including 112 airlines) at the airport itself.  

LA/ Ontario International Airport

LA/Ontario International Airport (LA/ONT) is located in the Inland Empire, the fastest growing part of Southern California.  In 2006, LA/ONT served 7.0 million passengers which is an increase of 4.2 percent over 2000 and processed 602,236 tons of cargo which is an increase of 15 percent since 2000.  
LA/ Palmdale Regional Airport 

LA/Palmdale Regional Airport (LA/PMD) is located in the Antelope Valley northeast of the City of Palmdale, 35 air miles north of the Los Angeles Civic Center.  This site is approximately 17,750 acres of mostly undeveloped land.  On June 7, 2007, LA/Palmdale welcomed United Airlines to provide its first Commercial Jet service to San Francisco in an effort to regionalize air transportation.

Van Nuys Airport

Van Nuys Airport (VNY) is the busiest general aviation airport in the nation serving law enforcement, air ambulance firms, and private and corporate users.  VNY averages nearly one-half million takeoffs and landings annually. More than 100 businesses are located on the 730-acre airport, including six major fixed-base operators and numerous aviation service companies.
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
