      Kim reported on bills that just were signed by the Governor which were AB57, 

      
      AB221, and SB717.  She also handed out the legislative matrices that included 

                      

            legislation on which the SBCCOG has a position, 2 year bills, and Fed. bills to monitor.
Ann Marie reported on how cities fared on priority bills.  Judy stated that the League will also be looking at SB375 (tying transportation dollars to land use planning and reducing VMT).  The bill is supposed to be incentive based.  Judy will be going to ameeting tomorrow with the MPOs.  The League is hopeful that they can work out the outstanding issues by the first part of December.   
III. Review of SBCCOG Annual Legislative Agenda
The Committee walked through the annual legislative agenda.  Judy explained that the SBCCOG annual legislative agenda established the areas of interest that the COG would be monitoring and may take positions on over the next year.  Updating this agenda is done annually and includes review and input by COG committees and working groups.  
The following are revisions recommended by the Committee members at the meeting:

In general the term “legislation” used throughout the document may want to be expanded to include “policies” .
· Fiscal impact – Discussion on this item, no change to language.
· Internet sales tax revenues to cities.  It was agreed to add HR 3678 to legislative matrix. (Inglewood would have a problem with this bill).
· Background on eminent domain – Jarvis organization is collecting signatures. 
· Transportation & Transit – 
· Prop. 84 for example for C.
· J. add while balancing the economic impact.

· L. ask Jacki what this means in regard to transportation and transit.

· Aviation – add support legislation that clarifies regulations and enforcements regarding aerial advertising.  General discussion: helicopter noise was discussed but it appears that there is not much that can be done with state and Fed. Leg.  It is a local control issue.
· Economic Development –
