· AQMD staff informed us that we don’t need to go to their Board for a contract revision if we are working with Enterprise and the arrangement is a potential lease/purchase.

· We met with Enterprise PR team and expect to have a press and publicity strategy ready to go in November.
· Potential Open House to showcase cars – staff would like to postpone this until the fleet has been decided upon so that we can feature the project more specifically
· ACTION:  Contingent upon meeting with Enterprise, approveD arrangement in concept and bring final agreements to the Board along with sending the information to AQMD staff for their sign-off
CARB has issued an RFP for an administrator to manage the AQIP zero emission light duty vehicle program (which will offer $5 K to 20K vouchers or rebates)  Applications are due 10/15 and winner selected by 11/12.  

What this means to us is that we should a) contact the winner ASAP after the award to try to work with them on the specific guidelines so that NEVs do not get short shrift; and b) start to publicize the program so as SB residents and businesses get a disporportionate amount of the vouchers (note that there will be only 5 million total in this program).  If we get 100 recruit/puchasers, at 5k each, we will save our residents and businesses $500,000 on the purchase of NEVs.  Plus the federal tax rebates which will end 12/31/09.  Note Calstart will not bid to be administrator,it would rather get a piece of the action under some part of the program altho that is unclear to me.

CEC released its draft investment plan for 2010-11 and we will be reviewing it.
