LETTER OF AGREEMENT


This agreement is entered into this 1st day of December, 2007 between the South Bay Cities Council of Governments, hereinafter called SBCCOG and Alejandro Llamas hereinafter called “South Bay Energy Savings Center Audit Manager (SBESC Audit Mgr).

SBCCOG operates the South Bay Energy Savings Center (SBESC) as its local energy efficiency resource center funded by the ratepayers through a grant under the auspices of the California Public Utilities Commission in an alliance between South Bay Cities Council of Governments, SCE and The Gas Company.  Additional funding is provided by West Basin Municipal Water District and Torrance Water Company.  Duties of the SBESC Audit Mgr are outlined in Exhibit A attached to this agreement.

The parties hereto agree as follows:

1.  Availability of Consultant.   Alejandro Llamas’  performance shall commence on December 1, 2007 and shall be completed no later than June 30, 2008 unless period of performance is terminated by either party for any reason with a 15 working day notice.  The term can be extended by mutual agreement as evidenced by an amendment hereto.  During the term of this agreement, Alejandro Llamas agrees to be reasonably available to SBCCOG to satisfy the terms of the Client Agreement.

2.  Payment to Consultant.    SBCCOG agrees to pay Mr. Llamas at a rate of $75 per hour during the period of performance to a maximum of 45 hours per month.  Agreed upon expenses having to do with fulfilling the Client Agreement will also be reimbursed.  In order to regulate the work flow, in each month when hours worked have reached 40, the SBCCOG Executive Director is to be notified.  If by mutual agreement hours worked exceed 45 in one month, additional hours will be reimbursed at $75 per hour.  

3.  Time of Payment.    Alejandro Llamas shall bill SBCCOG by two days before the first Wednesday of the following month for services rendered and expenses incurred during the previous month. Invoices are to be submitted to the SBESC Project Manager for approval and transmittal to SBCCOG for payment.   SBCCOG shall pay all invoices within ten (10) days from the date of the Steering Committee following the billing period.
4.  Other Employment.     SBCCOG acknowledges that Alejandro Llamas may be engaged in consulting work for other clients on issues similar to those on which Alejandro Llamas is working for SBCCOG, and agrees that as such other activities arise they should be reviewed with SBCCOG to determine that they do not create any conflict of interest with the services provided to SBCCOG hereunder.

5.  No Assignment.     This Agreement may not be assigned by either party hereto.

6.  California Law.      This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted in accordance with the laws of the State of California.  

7.  Good Faith Standard:  Alejandro Llamas shall act diligently and in good faith in providing  services mutually agreed upon to SBCCOG/SBESC hereunder.  It is acknowledged and agreed by SBCCOG and Alejandro Llamas that services performed for the SBCCOG will involve subjective judgments and may result in unanticipated consequences.  SBCCOG and Alejandro Llamas agree that there will be no assignment of responsibility under this Agreement for such consequences and that all services will be rendered hereunder in good faith and diligently.
