RE:        Metro South Bay Service Sector Governance Council Nominations

In September the SBCCOG opened nominations for the four seats on the Metro South Bay Sector Governance Council which will expire in January 2008 as well as vacancy which will expire January 2009.  The 4 members are:  John Addleman, John McTaggart, Lou Mitchell and Robert Pullen-Miles.  The vacancy was created with Ron Ikejiri recently resigning.

All four incumbent members have been re-nominated and are willing to serve another 3 year term.   They represent the following interests on the council:

Two other nominations were received for the remaining seat – Don Szerlip and Joseph Dawidziak – both residents of Redondo Beach and former City Councilmembers.
The Steering Committee agreed that the four existing members have shown great dedication to their position on the Council and have served well.   When considering the vacancy, the Steering Committee felt that Don Szerlip had shown dedication to South Bay transportation and transit issues through his recent service on local and regional transportation committees.  
The Steering Committee reviewed the nominations and makes the following recommendation for submission to the Metro Board for appointment to the Metro South Bay Service Sector Governance Council:
RECOMMENDATION
Approve nominations of the four incumbent members - John Addleman, John McTaggart, Lou Mitchell and Robert Pullen-Miles – for three year terms and the nomination of Don Szerlip to fill the unexpired term until January 2009.  These nominations will be submitted to the Metro Board with a request that they be officially appointed to the Metro South Bay Sector Governance Council.
