D. Street Centerline File Project Update 

· SBCCOG paid for an intern to work with the GIS Working Group to develop a comprehensive South Bay Street Centerline file.  What follows is a project update from the GIS Working Group Chair, Bonnie Shrewsbury from Manhattan Beach
· All of the initial street segments have been connected across City boundaries,  
and areas without an existing centerline layer have been filled in.  A very 
successful Phase 1.  
· The group has now been asked to review streets within their jurisdiction and to 
note anything that needs to be added/changed.  (A great use of the ftp site, by 
the way.)  This process should take several months. 
· Once everyone has had a chance to thoroughly review the Phase 1 data layer,  
they will decide, based on how many additions/changes are needed, how to 
proceed on refining the data in Phase 2.  Phase 2 will likely involve using the 
remainder of the funding for additional intern work.  No decision will be made on 
this in the near future, but will they definitely keep the Steering Committeeposted 
as the 
process progresses.

P. South Bay Energy Savings Center
· Because of the expanding nature of the programs that the SBESC is getting involved in, SBCCOG/SBESC staff have discussed a name change for the center and also brought the topic up with our partners to get their reaction.

· All partners have been very supportive and think that a name reflecting a more comprehensive range of services would better reflect the Center’s activities and integration of programs

· ACTION:   Approve change of name to ‘South Bay Environmental Sustainability Center’ which keeps the current abbreviation, SBESC
Q. Request to Sponsor South Bay Energy Fair – info attached
· A request has been received to find a city to sponsor a non-profit South Bay Energy Fair & Solar Homes Tour, an energy-efficiency and alternative transportation event.  
· A group of volunteers is interested in partnering with a local city or cities, in order to reach out to even more people who are interested in saving energy, fuel, and money.
· The 3rd Annual South Bay Energy Fair will take place in spring/summer 2008.  The 2007 event attracted approximately 300 visitors, despite the out-of-the-way venue (Pacific Unitarian Church in Palos Verdes) and our limited publicity budget.  We welcomed 30 vendors, including Whole Foods Market, Torrance Toyota, South Bay Energy Savings Center, Sierra Club, L.A. Biodiesel Cooperative, Plug In America electric vehicle advocacy, Solatube tubular skylights, Energy Efficiency Solar installers, and many others.  A complete list of attending vendors, with weblinks, can be found on our website:

· They are hoping to find a city that would sponsor the fair just like Santa 
Monica sponsors a similar fair every year. They would be cosponsors 
and help a lot. They state: “We can run a fair that gets no more than about 250 visitors. Other fairs get thousands. We cannot run a fair that is much bigger than 
last year's, and it would be good to expand its reach.”
· They spent about $2000 last year on advertising so they would be looking for help with additional funding and would need a staff person to do some of the organizing work.        
· If they cannot find a sponsor, they would like a city to offer a good central location for this fair, and help as much as it can.  It should count toward reducing greenhouse gas emissions, since it would empower local people to do so.
· ACTION:  It is recommended that we work with the volunteer group to help find a venue and participate in the planning but not take over the organization of the event.  SBESC and SBCCOG staff cannot do the organization work required but can be supportive of the effort.
