Model Corridor Study – Rob Hranac, Berkeley Transportation Systems
Berkeley Transportation Systems (BTS) is working for the South Bay Cities to deploy a Model Corridor Management System, molded after the systems that Caltrans is deploying on freeways.  In September, BTS finalized the deployment schedule and locations for the first phase of the deployment.  BTS will deploy in two phases, deploying detectors at Dolores and Grace for Phase I and the remaining locations for Phase II (one month after Phase 1).  This deployment will allow BTS to test out sensor placements before committing to the remaining six intersections.  In October, BTS performed a site visit for the phase 1 sites with Republic ITS and ordered detection equipment from Sensys Networks.
