I. South Bay Energy Savings Center Office Space
·  SBESC staff looked at the space in the basement at Macy's in the South Bay Galleria and it doesn't work.  It was in a maze of corridors in order to get there.  None of the offices connected to each other.   It was not big enough and there would always be conflicts with their training center.   Also we don't know if their management in the east is even willing to sublease.   Macy's was very gracious about showing the space.
·  SBESC staff looked at about 5,000 square feet (current is 1775 sq ft.) at 3625 Del Amo Plaza in Torrance and even though it is perfect, it’s about 1,500 square feet too big.  
· There is another tenant vacating the same building in January and we would be            able to secure 3,500 square feet.   SBESC staff will be looking at it soon.   The    downside is the 3rd floor location but it is opposite the elevator and visible                   from the elevator.
· SBESC staff drove by the property just to the south of the Galleria in the little strip mall that is next to the bowling alley they tore down.    We haven't been inside but from the outside it looks like about 1200 square feet which is way too small.  The broker is checking on the sq. ft. number.
· Judy Mitchell toured the West Basin Municipal Water District space when she went to their Board meeting.  A report of her impressions will be given at the meeting.
