     1.  Support legislation to refine AB 32 and SB 375 implementation which recognizes the        

          constraints of built out cities and strategies for areas where there is minimal transit.
SUPPORT LEGISLATION TO FUND THE COSTS OF AB 32/SB 375 IMPLEMENTATION OR DELAYS THE IMPLEMENTATION UNTIL FUNDING IS AVAILABLE.
2. Support legislation that would exempt storm water fees from Prop 218 voting requirements.
3. Support maximum flexibility in the funding received by cities for the reduction of mobile source 
      emissions such as AB 2766 funds. CHECK WITH KIM RE: TIMELINESS.
E.  Energy Efficiency and Conservation 
1. Support a fair and competitive allocation of funds for energy efficiency and other public good 
programs (e.g. self-generation and renewables) such that local governments have the 
opportunity and sufficient funding to implement programs that best conserve energy and meet 
the needs of their communities.  
2. Support programs which coordinate the work of the Public Utilities Commission and the 
California Energy Commission to conserve resources and use them most efficiently in order to 
promote comprehensive conservation of all resources.
3. Promote ways to further encourage utility companies to find innovative and expeditious ways 
to implement utility undergrounding projects in accordance with the CPUC mandate.
