· Rebecca asked: What will happen to cities who cannot achieve the emission reductions?  Frank said that SCAG will help/support and find different approaches to help cities meet their goals.  Wally also said _____________________
· Jacki mentioned that COG’s will receive the documents needed to forecast in June.  SCAG will run the numbers/model to see how much of a reduction is needed and then will make a recommendation.
· Rebecca asked: What are the impacts of SB 375 on our cities during this economic climate?   Wally said this is an AB32 issue only.
· Jacki asked the committee where their cities were in the process of updating their General Plan (GP) and/or Housing:
· Torrance is in the process of updating the GP; hopefully, it will be adopted by fall 2009.
· Lomita is in the process of revising their GP and Housing
· Carson’s GP was adopted in ’03; they are not updating circulation numbers now
· LA County Planning – using housing element adopted last year
· Lawndale – updating housing element now, using base #’s
· Hermosa Beach - updating housing element now, using base #’s
· El Segundo - updating housing element now, using base #’s; hopefully complete

1. What data are you using as a baseline?
2. What trends and growth scenarios are you using?
3. Where is each city with their General Plan, Housing, and Circulation?
4. What is your planning horizon for growth?
