I. Measure R and The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) - Alan Patashnick, Metro
The Measure R Working Group needs a representative from the South Bay to serve.  Wendell Johnson was approved by the IWG to serve.  There will be a Board Committee that will provide oversight to the Measure R projects.  Metro staff will support this committee.  
Regarding the ARRA, Metro staff made a presentation to the Board staff on the RSTP funding amount to the local jurisdictions – $215 million will be going to cities and the county.  This amount might increase to $350.  Small cities will receive a minimum of $500,000.  Cities should have initiated the process to identify local transportation projects to be programmed into the FTIP/FSTIP.  Funds must be obligated within 120 days of apportionment.  This deadline is expected to be around June 30, 2009.  
TAC - March 4th TAC meeting - Metro is looking at a 50/50 split with cities for transportation enhancements.  

TIP – timeline is 75 days to get an E76 from Caltrans. Funds must be obligated not necessary spent.  
II. Goods Movement Environmental Justice Analysis and Community Outreach– Mr. Philbert Wong, Metro San Gabriel Valley Area Team
The purpose of this work is to examine the community and environmental impacts of goods movement and develop a tool kit for local communities containing strategies for mitigating goods movement impacts.  There has been good participation on the project from various agencies including Metro, Riverside County Transportation Commission, San Bernardino Association of Governments, Caltrans and the project consultant MIG.  Final report will be released in April.
One case study was developed per study area – City of South Gate, Mira Loma, Coachella, and South Colton.  These areas were selected based on the socioeconomic data and high magnitude of goods movement activities, and proximity to residential areas.
The tool kit developed contains agency roles and responsibilities; economic impacts; air quality, noise, and traffic impacts; and mitigation strategies.  Mitigation Strategies in the tool kit address the impacts and provides a brief description on benefits, challenges, relative cost, and timeframe.
III. Agency Reports
SBCCOG – Kim Fuentes, Regarding the Goods Movement study – the first intersection was installed.  This intersection will be used to assess how many detectors are needed and where for the remaining intersections.  The consultant team is working on the report function which is almost complete.  Once the system is installed, the data can be accessed on line.  
South Bay Traffic Forum, LA County Dept. of PW – Jane White, Torrance is scheduled to takeover the system on March 10.  Redondo Beach is reviewing proposal.  The wireless work – TSSP construction is rapping up. There is a controller problem on Sepulveda that is being fixed.  
Caltrans – Tony Cole, Caltrans is committed to expedite project approvals for the ARRA projects.  Caltrans will do everything they can to make sure cities meet their deadline.  Cities also need to make sure they have all the information completed on the forms. 
IV. Other Business – ITS congestion pricing workshop on March 11 at Caltrans. Next meeting changed to March 18.
