Conduct one(1) sixty (60) minute dedicated Gateways to Green Building Pre-Apprenticeship Program (GGB) information session for South Bay employers that provide residential building performance (energy efficiency) and domestic renewable energy installation services (Green Building Employers).  SBESC shall target South Bay employers located within the nine(9) cities served by the SBWIB to obtain twenty(20) confirmations of attendance.  The information session will be designed to identify Green Building Employers with job openings that may be filled by GGB participants.  The presentation will be jointly conducted by a speaker from the GGB program and the SBESC.  Cost of Deliverable:  $3,800

Conduct one(1) sixty (60) minute dedicated program information session for minority business enterprises (MBEs) including women-owned business enterprises (WBEs) and disadvantaged business enterprises (DBEs) that provide residential building performance (energy efficiency) and domestic renewable energy installation services (Green Building MBEs).  SBESC shall target South Bay employers located within the nine(9) cities served by SBWIB to obtain  thirty (30) confirmations of attendance by a combination of MBE, WBE and DBE employers.  The information session will be designed to identify Green Building MBEs with job openings that may be filled by GGB participants.  The presentation will be jointly provided by a speaker from the GGB program and the SBESC.  Cost of Deliverable:  $8,600

Conduct one(1) thirty (30) minute dedicated program information session at the South Bay Cities Council of Governments’ Infrastructure Working Group for appropriate city and county public works, maintenance, transportation, and/or other infrastructure-related representatives from the nine cities of the South Bay Local Workforce Investment Area (SBLWIA).  The information session will be designed to identify opportunities for green building related community-service assignments, paid and unpaid internships, and full-time green building employment with municipal agencies and/or their contractors for GGB participants.    The presentation will be jointly provided by a speaker from the GGB program and the SBESC.   Cost of Deliverable:  $1,250 
4.  Conduct one(1) thirty (30) minute dedicated program information session at the South Bay Cities Council of Governments Livable Communities Meeting for appropriate city and county planning, building, housing development and redevelopment representatives from the nine cities of the South Bay Local Workforce Investment Area (SBLWIA).  The information session will be designed to identify opportunities for green building related community-service assignments, paid and unpaid internships, and full-time green building employment with municipal agencies and/or their contractors for GGB participants.  The presentation will be jointly provided by a speaker from the GGB program and the SBESC.  Cost of Deliverable:  $1,250

Conduct one(1) sixty (60) minute dedicated program information session for low-income home weatherization contractors and program funders, and AB811 contractors located in  the nine(9) cities of the SBLWIA.  The SBESC shall target a minimum of twenty(20) confirmations of attendance from targeted participants located in the cities of the SBLWIA.  The information session will be designed to identify opportunities for green building-related community service assignments, paid and unpaid internships, and full-time green building employment in the SBLWIA for GGB participants. The presentation will be jointly provided by a speaker from the GGB program and the SBESC.  Cost of Deliverable:  $3,800
6.  Conduct GGB information sessions at the SBESC Green Task force meeting and at the South Bay Cities Council of Governments’ Board of Directors Meeting to provide updates on program trainings, placements and actions that the cities can take to promote the program.  The presentation will be jointly provided by a speaker the GGB program and the SBESC.  Cost of Deliverable:  $1,300
Value Added Services

The SBESC will:

1. Follow up with contacts made from the promotion of the GGB program to guide prospective employers to GGB program graduates.

2. Create a spreadsheet of employer contacts and prospects and provide said spreadsheet to the GGB program manager for further disposition.

3. Coordinate with prospective energy retrofit programs developed by Los Angeles County that could benefit the South Bay region covered by the GGB program, specifically, the Los Angeles County AB811 Residential Retrofit Program.

4. Schedule knowledgeable staff for the outreach component of the GGB program.

5. Participate in scheduled GGB Program Steering Committee meetings.
