	Property Tax: New Construction Exclusion: Seismic Retrofitting.

Chaptered: 8/27/2008. Proponents: Senators Ashburn and Migden.

Revises 15-year property tax exclusion for seismic safety improvements made to unreinforced masonry buildings to create a permanent exclusion from the definitions "newly constructed" or "new construction" for seismic retrofitting components of an existing structure. Deletes existing language that grants a 15-year exclusion from “new construction" property tax reassessment for improvements to a structure constructed of unreinforced masonry bearing wall construction necessary to comply with local ordinances on seismic safety.

	Elections: Open Primaries.

Chaptered: 2/19/2009. Proponent: Senator Abel Maldenado (R-San Jose)

Provides for a "voter-nominated primary election" for each state elective office and congressional office in California. Voters may vote at the primary election for any candidate without regard to the political party preference disclosed by the candidate or the voter. Further provides that a candidate may choose whether to have his/her political party preference indicated on the ballot, and prohibits a political party from nominating a candidate for a congressional or state elective office at the primary. The measure would permit a political party to endorse, support, or oppose a candidate for congressional or state elective office. The 2 candidates receiving the 2 highest vote totals for each office at a primary election, regardless of party preference, would then compete for the office at the ensuing general election.

Chaptered: 9/30/2008.  Proponents: Assembly members Hancock, Berg, Jones, Mullin and Torrico.

Creates a pilot project whereby candidates for Secretary of State (SOS) will be eligible to receive public campaign funds for the 2014 and 2018 elections if they agree not to accept most private contributions and opt into a public finance campaign system as specified.

	Initiative Statute to Allow Auto Insurance Companies to Base Their Prices in Part on a Driver's History of Insurance Coverage. 

Changes current law to permit insurance companies to offer a discount to drivers who have continuously maintained their auto insurance coverage, even if they change their insurance company, and notwithstanding the ban on using the absence of prior insurance for purposes of pricing. Establishes that lapses in coverage due to nonpayment of premiums may prevent a driver from qualifying for the discount.
