IN OUR WORK PROGRAM AT THIS TIME.  ARE THEY REACHING OUT TO SCHOOL DISTRICTS? 
– e-mailed her 7/15/05 
 
I write to you today with the hopes of bringing the South Bay Cities Council of Governments on board 
to participate in a countywide event focused on local economic and workforce development. 
 
My name is Chrysta Wilson, and I am the Coordinator for Collaborative Partnerships and School 
Readiness at the Los Angeles County Children’s Planning Council (CPC).   
 
One of CPC’s policy areas is focused on Early Childhood Development, i.e., the time in human 
development from pre-natal to age 5.  All of the research available shows that the most important 
time in human development is the first 5 years of life:  this is when nearly 80% of the human brain 
develops.  In essence, all of the experiences (positive and negative) that are had between 
prenatal/birth and age 5 impact the overall well-being and future well-being of every person and 
every city.   
 
If cities, schools, families and communities don’t work together to nuture positive early childhood 
experiences, the long term costs to cities will be higher than if that initial investment were made.   
 
On Oct ober 27th, 2005 from 8:30am-1pm, the Children’s Planning Council, National League of 
Cities, United Way of Greater Los Angeles and the City of Los Angeles’ Workforce Investment Board 
will co-sponsor the “2005 L.A. County Cit y Leaders Summit” in Downtown Los Angeles and will 
convene the 88 cities of Los Angeles County around the following theme: ÒBuilding Blocks for 
CitiesÕ Economic Success:  Investing in Early Childhood Development”    
We are still seeking co-sponsors to this Summit that will help us outreach to cities and their leaders. 
 
Our goal for the Cit y Leaders Summit  is to invite city leaders, e.g., Mayors, City Councilmembers 
and City Managers, from all 88 cities, to engage in conversations, workshops and a practicum around 
how they can invest in early childhood development to support their city’s workforce and economic 
development.  The summit will also highlight keynote speakers who will make the link between early 
childhood success and economic success.   
 
We will encourage the city leaders to appoint a few key staff persons to attend the Summit with 
them. 
 
The event is being co-planned by a number partners, including the City of Long Beach, City of 
Pasadena, City of Los Angeles (via Councilmember Wendy Greuel’s office), the City of Los Angeles’ 
Commission for Children, Youth and Families, Zero-to-Three, and First 5 LA. 
 
Our initial marketing plan has been to develop Mayoral Ambassadors for a Committee of Cities—this 
committee will consist of mayors from across the county that can help us champion this Summit and 
entice other city leaders to attend.  Currently, the Mayor of West Hollywood, Abbe Land, is one of 
our Mayoral Ambassadors.  We are still adding to this list. 
 
Ensuring that Los Angeles County’s 88 cities attend this Summit will not be an easy feat.  However, I 
know that attendance will be worthwhile for all that attend.   
 
CPC held a School Leaders Summit  in May where we invi t ed L.A. Count yÕs School Leaders,  e.g.  
School Superint endents and School Board Members, and t hey self  report ed t hat  t he event  was very 
pract ical  and very useful  f or t heir work.   We aim to do the same with the City Leaders Summit.   
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It is my hope that a partnership with the SBCCOG can help us bring the information and resources to 
the South Bay Cities. 
 
I hope that we can speak further about this Summit.  I think that having the South Bay Cities COG 
onboard as a partner will help us extend our reach into the region, and help us improve outcomes for 
children and strengthen economic and workforce development for our cities.
