B 4 projects were submitted. 2 were recommended by SCAG staff for funding and 2

weren’t. Additionally, one of the 2 recommended for funding was at an amount less
than our request. A summary of the recommendations is as follows:
* 2% Implementation — Market Opportunities & Financial Feasibility
» SCAG staff recommendation: $18,500 for SBCCOG & $185,000 for
consultant work. This is what we requested.
* Model Corridor Management Plan (Integrating Performance monitoring of South
Bay arterials with corridor management on the 1-405)
» SCAG staff recommendation: $20,000 for SBCCOG & $180,000 for
consultant work. Our request was $25,000 and $250,000 respectively.
* Not recommended by SCAG staff
» Neighborhood Vehicle Pilot Project Planning (Requested $15,000 &
$150,000)
* Peninsula Slow Speed Network Plan (Requested $2,500 & $50,000)
