1. Introductions


2. March meeting notes 
3. SCAG General Plan Land Use project (Barry)
Barry discussed matching to categories.  Problems are with specific plans; Carson has specific plan that is maybe 100 acres but there is no category for that.  Dominguez Tech Center is light industrial, so can assign that but others have a mixed use.  Discussion on when the shapefiles are due to SCAG.  If everything is put together right, there should be no problems.  Tell planners to have done by next week, available for Bonnie to review.  Barry feels that the project is on target for end of June deadline.  Barry explained in-kind-match form, with instructions to write in the number of hours worked on the project, rather than the 8 hours listed.  Bonnie questioned the forms purpose and wondered if these should be done when the project is complete.  Nicki mentioned that the match is a requirement, and must be met for invoices to be paid.  Bonnie mentioned they may not be ready until project is done.  Nicki is to ask Kim to call Bonnie along with sending an email explanation and instructions about the in-kind-match form for Bonnie to forward to those who will need to fill them out.

4. Shared centerline / GIS Intern status
Ready to hire an intern and doing interviews.  The intern would be working in Carson.  Barry mentioned Alex and Josie interviewed interns.   The person they thought would be the best for this task and related COG work isn’t available until June.  Some preparation time is necessary.   Bonnie says processing of intern may be 3 weeks.  Have 1000 hours available to use.  The Centerline Sub-Committee (Steve L, Mike McD, Alex) are working on technical specs.  Steve Lavey discussed the basic way the data should be completed first and outlined for the intern, prioritizing what data to use first.  Mike is writing up procedures for the intern on how to process the data, i.e. how to modify street segments.  
What is needed from cities is data with updated centerline address information.  Cities were requested to resend their data as soon as possible to Steve, Mike or Alex.  Going to be merging attributes, looking at a very large number by the time it is put together.  Get that documented and sorted out to map what street names are.   Send to Alex or Barry within the next week, or if there aren’t any changes let Steve know now.  Let Alex know who to expect data from.  Barry asked what to do about cities that don’t have anything.  Steve says he hasn’t decided, focusing priority on connecting city borders, next would be infill streets, go through and see if infill is missing; not sure how to handle that portion.  Those might have to be done from the aerials.  Steve says he doesn’t have Wilmington, San Pedro.  Barry says to get contact them now.  Dennis Moody discussed using Tiger; the city data will be one and the county provided aerial photography for the other 88 cities.   They have put these in the Tiger file.  Jenny asked if they would make centerline files available to other agencies.  There was a discussion of duplication of Tiger files and renaming the files with your own data.  Dennis asked if every city has an emergency operation center?  Discussion on whether they may have centerline files to use as a resource.  Dennis will see if he can bring more information to the next meeting.
5. USGS 1-ft color imagery (Barry)

Received aerial images.   They are not as sharp as county stuff but free.  Bonnie says positional accuracy wasn’t very good.  Eagle Aerial did this one.  Gardena, RPV who didn’t go in with county, gave some new imagery.  Coloring on LAR-IAC stuff has been a big issue.  Barry found it was easy to change the coloring.  

6. Enterprise Address Systems seminar (Bonnie/Elsa)

Bonnie said there was discussion about things that aren’t done in Manhattan Beach.  There was a lot of information about exploring addresses and why that’s important.  Bonnie didn’t feel that they really got answers to departments working together.  Good to go over concepts, food for thought.  At the end Mark Greninger, County GIO, spoke about their county address managing system.  Someone will be invited to speak to this group about that.  Discussion regarding a county wide addressing program.  Spoke about county working together, thought that was positive

7. How can we make use of our ArcGIS Server/ArcIMS license? (Barry)
Property viewer, Emergency Services;

Bonnie spoke about homeland security, grant opportunity.  Steve mentioned learning opportunities.  He is looking to learn how to do data base replication once the 9.2 software update is installed (version on the server is 9.1 version).  Steve has test machines up, used 9/2, testing one month prior.  Have a basic workgroup license.  Question on processing ability, what can be done or not done.   Each city has to be up on replication.  Discussion about giving Rolling Hills a viewer.  Ron Peel can arrange for someone to come to meeting after the conference and talk about it.  Doesn’t think process is that complicated.  Also letting Bonnie know when 9.2 instruction book is available.
