Meeting Notes

3.  SCAG General Plan Land Use project update (Alex)

Josi Jenneskens, GIS Technician, City of Carson, reported on behalf of Alex Rocco, who was not in attendance.  Josi reported that to date there were shapefiles missing from five cities: El Segundo, Gardena, Hawthorne, Hermosa Beach, and Inglewood.  Mike McDaniel reported that he had sent his files to Alex Rocco, with the exception of El Segundo, as he had not received the land use code designations from Kimberly Christensen, City Planner, who was on vacation.  Kevin Gee reported that he had requested land use designations from Wanda Williams, City Planner, Inglewood, but had not received the information back.  Nicki Coronado, South Bay Cities Council of Governments, reported that she was contacting cities that had not sent their shapefiles to Alex Rocco.  Nicki said that Hermosa Beach currently did not have a GIS person and may not be able to make the correct data available.   Nicki offered to send out a status report with updates on the shapefile status via email.  The shapefiles are due to SCAG by June 30.

4. Shared centerline / GIS Intern status (Steve Lavey, Mike McDaniel, Alex Rocco)

Steve Lavey handed out a spreadsheet regarding street centerline project field reconciliation.  Steve asked for suggestions on what field attributes should be “included, required, or optional” on the form.  He stated that the fields that are not needed would be dropped for fields that are more important.  Jenny Gough mentioned that there are some categories that not everyone will have; not all cities have exactly the same classifications.  Bonnie Shrewsbury passed around a spreadsheet of what fields each city had contributed and asked each meeting attendee to review it and cross off the fields that are unnecessary for the COG-wide database.    

Steve Lavey said that the new Intern, Whitney Barry, is scheduled to start on Monday, June 25th at the City of Carson.  She will be working full-time through the end of September.  Alex Rocco has planned the Intern’s first week to be general orientation.

Bonnie Shrewsbury said that there are mainly meeting agendas on the current GIS Working Group portion of the SBCCOG website.  Jenny Gough said she thinks old content might be there but doesn’t know how to access it.  Josi Jenneskens said that she will request a list of the old content from Alex Rocco, who may know how to access what was previously on the GIS Working Group portion of the SBCCOG website.  Nicki Coronado, SBCCOG, asked what the Working Group would like to have on the current website from the old content.  The group was in agreement that there were presentations that would be helpful and would like to be able to find them.  Josi Jenneskens offered to locate and distribute a list of the old content.  The Working Group will make decisions on what they would like on the current website from the old content, along with other content that would be helpful.  

6. Meeting recaps

LAR-IAC

Barry Waite and Alex Rocco attended the LAR-IAC user group on May 10th.  Jenny Gough said that it was a good meeting and several of the presentations were useful.  Bonnie Shrewsbury said that the presentation on 3D data was fairly advanced.  The presentation began on Step 12, assuming you already knew the system.  A very beginner level presentation would be helpful.  Jenny also said that there was a very good presentation on Pictometry that dealt with how to set up the configuration files.  Bonnie will include the link to the presentations in the email of this meeting’s minutes.
Jenny Gough said that the County is looking for feedback from the LAR-IAC questionnaire they distributed.  Bonnie Shrewsbury stated that they would also like to get feedback on the workshops that are being given, to be used as guidance for future workshop subjects.  Bonnie mentioned that participants were asked to send letters of support for the next phase of the LAR-IAC project to John Fullinwider, the County CIO.  Steve Lavey suggested the GIS Working Group send a letter of support to the County Board of Supervisors.

7. How can we make use of our ArcGIS Server/ArcIMS license?

Jenny Gough said that there are tests and trails in converting the files to an SDE environment.  Steve Lavey said that there is a learning curve in structuring the data properly.  It was agreed that this is a subject that the group will investigate more at the upcoming ESRI conference.
8. ESRI User Conference June 18-22, 2007

Bonnie Shrewsbury said that there was one Map Gallery panel still available within our SBCCOG Group.  Bonnie asked if there were particular panels that presenters want to post their maps on, to please get there early to reserve those.     

9. Upcoming meetings

Josi Jenneskens said that she will distribute a list of relevant conference sessions via email.  She said that Nobel Systems was having a social event on Tuesday night of the conference.  

10.  Other Business

Jenny Gough said that there was a Technical Advisory Group for LAR-IAC 2 meeting on June 28.  Jenny was nominated to represent the GIS Working Group, but said that she would not mind if someone else would volunteer to represent the Group.   Mike Ferris said that it may be possible for him to do it.

Fire mapping Area G

Jenny Gough explained the background of the project in which we have produced standardized map books for the Fire Departments of El Segundo, Manhattan Beach, Redondo Beach, and Torrance (Area G).  Jenny said that, because Torrance is such a larger city, they wanted to put six quarter mile pages on each larger page.  The Fire Departments are ready to distribute their respective map books.  Since it’s been so long since we’d discussed this topic, Bonnie Shrewsbury requested that our cities be recontacted to see if their map books are ready.  

Jenny Gough said that there needs to be another discussion with the Area G Fire personnel, and would like to put some of the maps out to trigger a discussion of what information they would like to have.  Bonnie requested that a sample be sent to the Fire personnel for the next Area G meeting with a request for their input.

Mark Greninger will be the guest speaker.  He will discuss the County street centerline project and the CAMS (County-Wide Addressing System) project.
