SCAG General Plan Land Use project updates (Alex)

Alex said that SCAG had notified Kim Fuentes that the shapefiles were incomplete.  He said that SCAG was requesting approximately six fields of information that were not included.  Neither Alex nor Kim had seen the request for the additional fields in the original scope of work received from SCAG.  He said that Kim was going to handle the situation with SCAG, due to the fact that the scope of work given had changed without notification.  Bonnie stated that she also indicated to Kim that the GIS Working Group’s responsibility for this project was finished.

LA County projects presentation (Mark Greninger, GIO)
Mark explained why there was a need for CAMS (County Address Management System), including the need to create a standardized dispatch with shared information for a county-wide address management system (i.e., emergency response, law enforcement, census, Luca Project, etc.).  The County had a license with Thomas Brothers, but found there was only an 85% accuracy rate.  In 1999, the County designed a new address model system.  The accuracy was 99.6%, with a 2.7% false match rate.  There were assessor parcel data code errors of .04% that did not fit into the address model.
CAMS will have a new address model, which will include address points.  CAMS will have new capabilities, such as editing individual address points, along with maintaining the relationship of streets to other data layers.  Local cities will be able to edit their own addresses limited to local jurisdiction boundaries.  Mark invited the COG to be part of the CAMS 1.1 test deployment scheduled Aug 30, 2007.  An interface application would need to be installed, and an ArcInfo or ArcEditor license would be required for a city to do their own edits within the CAMS system.
Mark said that the data should be submitted by September to be involved in the Beta testing stage, and to contact Ken Bennett, the Project Manager.  Steve asked for a copy of the data model.  Mark suggested that the SBCOG intern, Whitney Barry, meet with Peter Fonda-Bernardi, to discuss the attributes.  
Bonnie stated that there had been an issue with the cities breaking free of Thomas Bros. licenses.  Mark said that the address points were divorced from Thomas Bros. LA County is looking at a separate agreement to work with TeleAtlas and negotiate a license to distribute TelAtlas data.   

Jenny asked if the County had plans to work on checking the address data for the upcoming Census addressing project. Mark suggested that it would be good to coordinate efforts between the City and County on this checking project.
In a tangent regarding the LAR-IAC project, Mark said that the USGS was doing an “Imagery for the Nation” project, which is a nationwide effort to fly orthophotography for the whole country.  There are grants available and this is a good conduit to federal monies.  He also mentioned an opportunity to do a 3D exchange between Google where data is shared.

Shared centerline/GIS Intern status (Steve L., Mike McD., Alex)

Alex presented a map showing the merged shape file data put together by the new SBCCOG intern, Whitney Barry.  He said that she is starting on filling in missing streets, rather than connecting existing streets across city boundaries.  Mark asked if there was a consistent city boundary layer for the entire county.  No one was sure.  Steve said the boundaries for the City of Torrance looked good.

How can we make use of our ArcGIS Server/ArcIMS license/ (group)

Mark said that SDE is free if you use a direct connect vs. an application.  Steve explained the difference between ArcMap direct connect and connecting to an application and then to ARC Map site, but Rod wasn’t sure that Mark was correct and will be following up with ESRI.  Mark said that the system works more efficiently when connected directly to the program, rather than through an application that accesses SDE.
Mark mentioned the possibility of using the server to distribute LAR-IAC data.

COG website

Alex reported that there is nothing existing from the old website on the COG server that resides in Carson.   Bonnie suggested that the group bring to the next meeting a list of information that they would like to have available on the COG website.

Meeting recaps

ESRI User Conference recap (group)
Bonnie said she liked Jenny’s Spatial Analyst display for the Map Gallery.  The LAR-IAC project won an award for a flowchart of processes.  Jenny said there were a lot of displays on processes, rather than the typical map focus.
LAR-IAC TAG (Jenny)

Jenny went to the LAR-IAC Technical Advisory Group (TAG) representing the South Bay Cities.  The purpose of the TAG is to give feedback for LAR-IAC2 on what areas are of importance to the participants.  She said there was discussion of a new SDE delivery format, along with discussions of modifying the existing RFP.  There was also a discussion within the group about having Pictometry take over additional responsibilities with their sub, Sanborn, thereby removing InfoTech as a vendor.  This would also provide a savings of approximately $1 million.  She passed out a document reviewing the meeting, including items agreed upon, and actions for the next meeting, and said she would also forward the TAG meeting minutes to the group.
