1. Introductions

3. Shared centerline project status (Steve L., Mike McD)


The group was asked if they had checked the centerline data within their city, which is posted on the FTP site.   A few people could not get onto the FTP site.  New directions will be issued.   Large portions of the sand section of Manhattan Beach were shifted.  A request was made for each city to check their city’s centerlines and report needed changes on the spreadsheet on the ftp site.  There is still $7,500 in the budget for the centerline project.  The intern will be contacted to see if she would be available over the holidays to work on Phase 2, though the question was raised as to whether or not the position required student status.  
4.  LAR-IAC 2 TAG Update (Jenny)


Minutes of the recent LAR-IAC Technical Advisory group meetings will be sent out when received.  A conference call followed up on Sanborn’s presentation.  The new photo samples looked more pixilated, but that was a result of ArcIMS’s rendering.  County staff are checking the original images and the quality is good.  Due to year-end weather and timing issues, a decision of whom to contract with had to be made.  The TAG decided to contract with Sanborn.  The existing contract will be updated.  MrSid, JPEG 2000, ECW, SDE, and TIF will be included formats. The question was raised if AutoCAD is included.  The deliverables schedule from Sanborn will be sent out.  The issue of including the color infrared for an additional cost was discussed.  Several cities were noted being impacted, possibly for NPDES, but there weren’t many who have used it.  (Please see the TAG minutes for more information.)  
5.    Website

There were some issues of getting onto the FTP site.  There was reported success with alternate instructions, so these will be issued to the group.  The decision to not post the GIS roster on the website was made due to public access concerns.  The area of the website titled ‘Data Resources’ will be changed to ‘Links’.  Additional data links need to be provided, including the L.A. County Department of Public Works that has data available for download.  The size of the FTP site needs to be researched in order for us to decide what types of things to post there.  There was a discussion about search engines indexing information from the website and protecting certain information from public access.

6. GIS Day Nov 14th

The group was asked what their city would be doing for GIS Day, Nov. 14th.  Carson will be displaying maps to show the public and employees what GIS can do for them.  Torrance is doing a display, which focuses on a different aspect of interest each year.  Flyers are passed out around the city publicizing GIS Day, along with an all-employee email to the city talking about what GIS is and what it does.  Hermosa Beach decided to do something for their city on GIS Day.  Manhattan Beach will be having an open house for staff.
