3.   LAR-IAC 2 TAG update

· The TAG had a conference call meeting.  Jenny will distribute the minutes when received.

4.   Shared centerline project 

· Torrance has reviewed their data, finding a couple issues to note for Phase 2.

· The ftp instructions were requested again.  Chair will send and they can now be found on the website.

5.   GISWG section of COG website 

· Links to cities’ GIS sites should be emailed to Nicki.

· If a city has no GIS web page, they can send links to maps.
· ftp site size limit is 2GB.  This is probably ok for vector data, but not for images.  For discussion at next meeting Group will consider what things we might want to post.  COG will research costs for additional memory.

6.   Census Bureau’s LUCA Program (Linda Akers)

· Nov 19 is the deadline to submit participation form and guarantee a 4-month review period.  Forms can be submitted until Dec 31, with shorter review period.  If you haven’t already seen the form, it was sent to the city’s highest ranking elected official.  It may also get held up at the City Attorney for review.

· LUCA is requesting residential addresses only, be they legal, non-traditional, or conversions.  Residential units must have a street entrance or entry from a common hallway.

· “Group Quarters” are a special concern which includes nursing homes, care facilities, prisons, etc.  Make sure that units of this type are counted.
· The Census Bureau did a “realignment project” to improve the accuracy of the TIGER street files.  They should better match our data.  Tracts, blocks, block groups were adjusted to the improved streets as well.  This was based on 2005 information, so if you find a street missing from the TIGER files, you can submit that during the LUCA process also.

· Field layouts of several files were presented (see LUCA handout.pdf).

· There is a free ArcGIS downloadable extension for working on the LUCA process at: http://www.esri.com/software/arcgis/extensions/census-tools/index.html
LUCA also provides more basic software which does not do geocoding or address-matching.  The softwares are not compatible.

7.   L.A. County’s Census LUCA efforts (Peter Fonda-Bernardi)

· The County will be taking various address lists (e.g., Assessor, Registrar/Recorder, subsidy candidates, Edison customers) and matching them up to find additional addresses.  In 2000, this process yielded 79,000 additional addresses county-wide.

· The matching is done with a parcing software called “AutoMatch” that was developed long ago for the County.

· If cities submit their residential address files to the County, the County will match against their databases, send back to the City the additional addresses that are not confidential, and send additional confidential addresses directly to the Census Bureau.  Files should be sent to Peter at: pfonda@ceo.lacounty.gov
· Zoning enforcement is a good source for previously undocumented addresses.  Their records may only be in hardcopy format.

· In addition to Group Quarters, mobile home parks are a tricky address type.  Make sure that all of those units are accounted for.
· CBAS was a previous effort to standardize city boundaries within the County.

· There was a letter sent from the State offering funding for cities’ LUCA participation.  It was sent very recently to the highest elected official and one other city representative, most likely the City Manager.
