Cog Server
· Discussion of issues from April 2009 meeting:

· Group began discussion on procedures for access to the COG server at the new location.

· Group will brainstorm and bring ideas to the June meeting:
· Determine who will have access to server
· How will they have access (physically & remotely)?

· Who will be the administrator(s)
· Will there be an internal COG network
· Security level, how backups are to be performed
· Possibly devise a new smaller group for administrators/users.
· Kim Fuentes:

· Possibility of housing COG server at SBCCOG’s offices or the Network Administrator’s location
· Current South Bay Environmental Services Center (SBESC) location does have space to place server, currently contains a 1U form factor; the office has a technology specialist available to provide maintenance; physical & remote accessible; current rack server.
· Determine if data closet’s ventilation is adequate; server’s internet access; speed requirements; IT specialist background; network connection options in or off network; does server require monitor & keyboard; login information/desktop.
· Will possibly need to purchase a new monitor, keyboard and mouse.
· Another option is to contract with Jonathan, the website provider
· $150 per month or $120 per month for 12 months if paid up front.

· Can provide tech support

· Uses third party server hotel

· Currently houses the ftp site

· Kim will find out more about:

· Ventilation for server if housed in “server closet”

· Options available for back-up

· Would they be able to connect outside of the office network system
· Accessibility at the server hotel

· Ted V. suggested that we consider an “appliance” that could block our server from the host’s server, for added security.
