Introductions and Sign-in
May Meeting Notes:  Approved
Cog Server
· Discussion of issues from May 2009 meeting:

· Mike M. will check to make sure Norm Thorn can attend the next meeting to assist with establishing procedures to access to the COG server at the new location.  He may be able to meet with Kim F. beforehand and speak with the tech at the COG’s site.
· Location of COG server
· Continue to finalize the new location where the COG server will be housed
· Steps needed to relocate COG server
· Kim- Housing server at the SBESC center

· Awaiting on final cost estimate 

· There is no adequate ventilation in the data communication area to house server.  There is another area that can house the server in the office.  This area does contain another computer with mouse and keyboard and a switch can be added to toggle back and forth to networks/system.

· The internet speed will need to be updated/upgraded to suit downloading/uploading of applications/work; current bandwidth is 3 mbs.  Group would like a comparable speed for functions @ 5 mbs minimum

· The server will require a rack mount to sustain proper ventilation in area 

· The SBESC network administrator can support the server @ a rate of $50.00 an hour

· Group recommends to check with Verizon on FIOS capability and access in the facility’s area before upgrading internet speeds
· An IP address will be required for the server (2 IP address for the office @ a cost of $19.00 a month); a firewall will be required for security

Business Industry Clusters

· Comparison of data from SCAG and ESRI

· Group has voted to go with SCAG data which contains all needed data.

· Kim F. will find out if SCSG can provide the revenue data and what the licensing requirements are, if any.
· ESRI data contains revenue data but does not seem current; possible duplicates; unable to verify the duplicates.  Viewed as costly and members are not sure they can “sell” or justify this expense to their cities.
· Other alternative is to check with South Bay Economic Development Partnership (SBEDP) group to see if they would like to share the cost of group purchase for the business cluster from ESRI that contains SIC/Revenue information.  Ted V. will check this.
