Introductions and Sign-in
June Meeting Notes:  Approved
Cog Server Discussion
· Norm Thorn from El Segundo discussed his visit to the SBESC Center in Lawndale to review the site with the purpose of determining whether or not the facilities are adequate to house the COG server.
· Facility is adequate

· Room is 5’ x 3’ with a vented door

· Needs a fan

· The upload/download speeds at the center are about 3:5, the location has fixed IP address, possible install of VPN network for offsite use;  speed ok for current uses and web applications and data sharing
· Carson will deliver the server to SBESC no later than the September 9, meeting of the SBCCOG GIS Working Group meeting.  Will also deliver:

· ArcGIS Server software

· Administrator password and login

· Mounting rails (if available)
· Norm will provide the setup/installation/maintenance for the system to function 

· Data server uses will be monitored to determine whether there is a need to increase current speed for uploads/downloads/ connections
Business Industry Clusters

· Still waiting on SCAG to provide the revenue data and licensing requirements, data pertinent to private industries are not to be distributed among the public use or domains

· The South Bay Economic Development Partnership (SBEDP) group is currently not interested in sharing the cost of purchasing the business cluster from ESRI that contains SIC/Revenue information as a group.
· Note: new layer of for South Bay business license will be requested to include the portion of the city of Los Angeles that is in the South Bay plus a 1 mile buffer of the entire South Bay COG
Shared Centerline Project
· Mike M. added “Speed” as a numeric field representing speed limits to the centerline file and the file has been uploaded to the ftp site.  He encourages everyone to review their portion of the data.
· Steve L. has been working with replication and how we might be able to use it with the centerline data.

· Mike S. says we can edit in ArcGIS Server 9.3.1.  He will find out if we can do a copy/paste from our standard desktops.

· A web-based editing solution would make it easier for cities that do not have GIS to perform edits.
LAR-IAC Update

· Update from the July 30, 2009 meeting:
· There is an 8-9 month wait for the building footprints as the contract is only now being finalized

· Pictometry Online may be available to all LAR-IAC users soon.  LAC Fire Department has signed up and the Sheriff’s department is considering.  This may help fund Pictometry online.
· LAR-IAC 3 discussions are starting.  A survey will be sent out to all participants to find out what needs and desires are.  Under discussion is when to fly again – 2010 or 2011 and what deliverables are desired (LIDAR, Infrared, contours, etc.).

ESRI Users Conference 

· General discussion of conference.  Everyone who went felt it was a good one but it was noticeable that there were fewer attendees by the seating in the sessions and that sponsors weren’t contributing as many funds to extra-curricular activities.
Other Business
· Josi J. and Bonnie S. attended a briefing meeting on the Countywide Address Management System (CAMS).

· After a hiatus, the county would like to begin this project again.
· Goal of project is to replace Thomas Brother’s data with open source data and build county wide layers for streets, addresses, zip codes, open space, etc.

· Mark Greninger will attend the September 2009 meeting with a presentation of CAMS.

· Bonnie S. and Mike M. attended the Livable Communities Working Group meeting in June.
· SCAG Comprehensive Land Use Data: Look for a disc of GIS data being sent to all cities (City Managers, Directors of Planning, etc).
· To help with reports/projections on Land Use, Employment and Housing for all cities for 2008, 2020 and 2035.
· The TAZ shapefiles are incomplete and Mike M. can send you the correct files.

· August 19 – Your city can set up meeting at the SBESC to review this data.

· Bonnie S. reviewed the new ESRI geocoding application online and was not overly impressed.  The free version only allows for 10 records at a time.

· Josi J. created a SBCCOG group page on the new ESRI ArcGIS Online.
