COG Server Update

Josi

· The COG Server has been setup and tested. The results of the setup and test at the COG office as it stands are insufficient for the Server. 

· Bonnie, Mike and Josie went to visit and check out functionality of server. 

· The current COG DSL line speed is not enough to support purpose of the server.
· Norm has provided Randy the Operations manager at the COG office recommendations and suggestions that will assist the server to function better but currently no decision has been made. 
Questions for Norm of El Segundo:

· Is the DSL line upgrade only needed for FTP?
· Is the internet too slow for use of conduits or interaction with the server?
· What exactly is the upgrade needed for?
· What is the cost of the DSL upgrade?
· Does the COG have FIOS in the office?
Kim Fuentes (as reported by Josi):
In order to have a DSL upgrade at SBEDP, more information and an analysis of the Server would be needed.  Any additional cost must be approved by the Steering Committee. In order to submit this request to the Steering Committee the following will be needed:

· A memo from the GIS group to the Steering Committee to make the request which will include:
· The cost of the upgrade

· The benefit of the upgrade

Currently, the only need for the upgrade is the GIS server. Does the usage warrant the cost?  Not sure if the building can host an upgrade at this time 
The current FTP site is at no additional cost to the COG because it is part of the website services; cost and website services would not change if the FTP site was removed.

Other alternative/suggestions:

GIS group will need to revisit other options and alternative locations for the server;  

· Need for the server, what will be needed or required to get server up and properly functioning at the COG office? 

· Volunteer: Bonnie will contact Mike and go over the information regarding server and DSL line.
· El Segundo can possibly house the server- will need to research this possibility and if it is still an option.
· CSUDH can possibly house the server:  Need to get information regarding server to Mike at CSUDH so that information can be provided as to whether the server can be housed at CSUDH.
· Mike F. will also find out if it is still an option

·  Uses for the server in terms of applications:
· Traffic Alerter

· Unable to get it working, code has been looked at, error messages have been researched and no information or other resources currently available to assist the application.
· Josi will try to see if anyone else has any knowledge on how to get the application up and running.
· Storage and upload/download logins

· Update on any changes to SBEDP computer systems
COG Server Applications
· Business Industry Clusters

· Has been used before and is an application that can be developed for the server.
· Barry Waite of Carson has ESRI data that can be used to some extent.  There is also the business data we got from SCAG.
· Historical background

· There are 2 different data sets, one from 2001 & 2002
· Data from ESRI & SCAG contains both SIC codes and NAICS codes but they don’t correspond on to one.  It will take time to make corrections on data.
· Data between both years will have to be reviewed to determine changes and differences between them.
· Barry Waite said that he will work with Kim Fuentes to clarify what the business industry clusters are.
· Data between SCAG & ESRI does not have many differences

· The SCAG data can be used on an online application, but not sure to what extent the ESRI data could be used.
· Suggestions for other applications for the COG Server:

· Emergency Response/Emergency Disaster Preparedness

· Green map (online, interactive, or paper maps)
· Traffic Alerter 
· Local transit routes (and how/where they connect)

· Metro will not allow their data to be publicly posted

· Maybe only local routes – which local public transportation systems travel outside their jurisdiction?

· Solar map (or link to LA County’s application)

· Walking and hiking trails

· Bike Routes
