CyberCity 3D Presentation

· Uses Google Earth as a platform
· Free for end-users; Google Earth paid for by advertisers of web content
· Benefits (El Segundo)
· Economic Development: provides content & content services, client solutions, thin client portals and access to City data.
· Web trend is migrating from 2D to 3D access for GIS data, mapping & planning portals & GIS data conversion; Google Earth is able to layer large amounts of data on 3D map using portal design templates and integrating 3D models of the city produced by CyberCity or others; CyberCity offers 3D building customizer & enhancements to “texturize” gray buildings with photographs to make them lifelike.
· Use of restructured business license data is required; so businesses are not placed on the website without having a current business license.

· Economic Development Portal

· Locates businesses within the city; lists businesses and allows searches by location and name; allows direct links to business website; provides news information in real time.

· Carbon Footprint

· Simple online carbon footprint calculation; public portal

· Allows business & residents to register & monitor their own behavior or usage consumption 

· Reduction would be through users’ own actions, with guidance provided by interacting with the website as to the most effective choices
· Once registered, users locations are mapped to the registered address with utility information input by them as along with waste information calculated by the program
· Rooftop Solar

· From CyberCity 3D server.

· Provides the amount of solar that can be generated

· Determines solar potential for properties using  roof angles and areas (but no tree shade data) 

· Smart Grids

· City base map

· Integrated with Google Earth
· GIS data from city
· Converted to KML

· 3D party advertisers

· Google shows 3D buildings “textured” with realistic photos

Win2data Parcel Square Footage
· Ted Vegvari would like to discuss parcel square footage data from Win2data being different from that calculated by GIS using assessor parcel shapefiles and best practice for keeping GIS data up to data with splits/subdivision/easements etc.
· Recommendation: Use Win2 Data and recognize that legal surveyed areas may differ from areas calculated from the digitized versions of the boundary used in GIS.
