Introductions and Sign-in
August Meeting Notes: Approval postponed
Disaster Data Inventory Follow-up
· Bonnie Shrewsbury created and handed out a South Bay Cities Disaster Preparedness GIS Inventory which categorizes data by format for the individual municipalities. It also lists what features are available COG-wide. Red markings indicate features that have been added to the inventory such as power plants and sub stations. Green indicates COG-wide data the group already possesses and purple indicates data that are available in both point and polygon formats. She has added a row to indicate the versions of LAR-IAC municipalities are working with. Bonnie commented that her colleague Steve Strand is available to do more work if cities want to send him layers. Data are ready if people want to access them. Layers should be sent to Bonnie and she will give to Steve.
· Mike McDaniel commented that El Segundo is working with LAR-IAC versions 1 and 2.
· Sonali Tambe commented that Hermosa Beach is working with LAR-IAC versions 1 and 2.
· Josi commented that Carson is working with versions 1, 2 and 3 although she has to check.
· Christine Thome asked if updated Tsunami zones were included. To her knowledge elevation height standards have been changed from their previous 50 feet measurements. Christine to check on these standards.
· Josi also remarked that there is a question mark regarding neighborhood watch boundaries. She will work on getting these boundaries. 
· Mike McDaniel would like the group to work on COG level evacuation routes which should be straightforward given that they are a part of general plans. Evacuation routes serve little purpose when kept at a city level. Evacuation files should be directionally correct. 
· The group decided to send Bonnie evacuation routes, police and fire stations, airports and mobile home parks by the end of September. These files can be in any format. Bonnie to send a reminder to the group.     
Community base map

· Josi took an online class and will forward the lecture and exercise book to the group. Although Esri data is needed to complete the exercises, they will be useful to demonstrate the process. Esri has an Excel spreadsheet that lists the layers they want. The online resource center: http://resources.arcgis.com is useful and contains guides for some of the more difficult tasks. The resource center has videos, exercises and other documentation on how to work with the basemaps in ArcGIS 10. The process has helped Carson organize its data but it is taking longer than expected. 
· Some of the data preparedness material the group has prepared can be given to Esri 
· Esri requests that the information be delivered in cache form and not actual data.
· Mike McDaniel commented that some of Esri’s classifications do not match with El Segundo’s, so at times the data will need to be massaged.
· Mike Sumich remarked that one of the advantages to working with Esri is that cities would have access to the server in which the information is stored.
· Bonnie Shrewsbury would like to see a print when Carson is finished. 
LAR-IAC
· Jenny Gough will forward the minutes from the meeting when she is finished. She requested later flights and they seemed receptive. If anyone has any questions or requests for different delivery formats in 3, they should contact her directly.
Other Business:

· Michael McDaniel wanted to make the group aware of the available county-wide address maps on the LA County Public Works website. Their website also has parcel map information. The files come as a .dgn. If anyone has conversion problems he can guide them through the process as it can be difficult. To get to the correct location: google LA County Public Works, click on the government button, then navigate to the view spatial library icon which is on the left side of the page. 
· Christine Thome said that the Port of LA’s Enterprise GIS project is almost done and they are in the process of incentivizing user views. This service is called Geopola and they provide lessons with quizzes such as how to work with metadata. The quizzes offer prizes such as stainless steel water bottles and Ipod shuffles. As of now the information is internal but she would like to invite the group to the port of LA for a demonstration of the project along with a port tour. The group decided on a Port of LA meeting for November 10th.  Christine to check on the maximum capacity for the boat and will also get back to the group on how long the tour and demonstration would take.
· Josi wanted to remind the group that her two-year term as Chair is up at the end of the year.
