J. LUV Project
· Being a pilot project, every step is new and the unexpected is the norm.
· Because of the delays in contract approval from AQMD, vehicle acquisition, and insurance costs, AQMD extended the contract for 6 months.  Current delays will use up 3 months of the extension.    
· 6 vehicles will be leased initially – 2 Miles, 1 Wheego (at the General Assembly), 1 Columbia & 1 GEM.  
· We have the following loan offers as well – 1 each from:  GEM – 18 months; Columbia – 12 months; Miles – 6 months.
· Enterprise is working on vehicle signage
· Insurance will be $1700 per vehicle for the 18 months of the project.  We will need $7986 for the initial fleet for 12 months.  More information on this will be presented at the meeting.
· Because the cost of insurance and other car detailing are not finalized at this time, ca. $10,000 is being retained in the vehicle budget.  If possible, after all of the costs are in, a decision can be made as to whether there are sufficient funds to lease an additional vehicle.
· Mike Jenkins has developed a licensing agreement which all participants must sign.  It is currently be reviewed by several possible applicants. Attached
· Major focus now is placing the vehicles with participants – possible target areas:  Riviera Village, Old Torrance, Hermosa Beach and El Segundo.  The senior facility in El Segundo will not work so others are being pursued.  Also interested – Beach Cities Health District case workers.
· The current target for rollout is the first or second week in April.  A formal announcement or opening event will be planned for some time after the vehicles are being successfully driven by the various participants.

K. MSEV (Medium Speed Electric Vehicle) Coalition

· ACTION:  SBCCOG staff recommends that the SBCCOG consider supporting the Fresno bill, monitoring its progress and working to pass legislation next year after we have experience in how the LUV project is working in the South Bay.
L.   SB 375 Update

· Updates at the meeting on target setting process, schedule for training by SCAG on the Sustainability "tool" and on any actions of the Metro's Ad Hoc Sustainability & SB 375 Committee 
· SCAG is not planning to re-schedule the leadership workshops that they cancelled. For the SBCCOG and perhaps others SCAG has adopted a "listening strategy" for acquiring information they will use for proposing a GHG reduction target to CARB.  
· Our listening forum is the Livable Communities Working Group.  SCAG staff makes presentations on their progress and target development and cities are invited to present their development plans. To date, there have been presentations by Torrance on their draft General Plan and by Carson on its Carson St. Development Plan (and implementation progress).  Lawndale has been invited for March and Inglewood will be invited in March or April.
· During February, Wally Siembab presented an introduction to SB 375 to the Carson Planning Commission.  The Planning Director reported that it was well received. 
· The Compass consultant is working on educational materials for the South Bay’s Sustainable Communities Strategy.
M.  Transportation Issues
· Metro Board approved $401,505 in Measure R Highway funds and entering into an MOU with the SBCCOG.  This funding will be for the next 3 years through FY12/13 and will be used to pay for the Aldaron contract, choosing the program implementation consultant, SBCCOG staff and administrative expenses.   
· Status of Program Implementation RFP – circulation scheduled for mid-March/April.  Dependent on Metro programming the Measure R funds.
· ACTION:  Recommend that SBCCOG staff and board members have no discussion with possible vendors but instead refer them to the pre-bid conference
· Pedroza letter re: formation of a subcommittee with SGVCOG – to be available at the meeting
· Follow-up with Congressman De Fazio on highway funding and the NEV issue as well as regional fee on gas proposals
· Request for support for Mayor Villaraigosa’s 30/10 Transit Acceleration Initiative
· Revised Aldaron scope of work - attached
