I. Funding Update – 2009 Call, Measure R and The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (ARRA) – Fanny Pan, Metro
· 2009 Call – Don’t have yet; it is due 4/17 at 3 pm.  Application is online if you need to be fill-out.

· ARRA of 2009 – TAC met March 4th; There are two deadlines/tiers:

· Deadline of 4/17 – Cities to submit RPC

Deadline of 5/17 – Cities who meet the 4/17 deadline can submit more projects by 5/19

· Special TAC meeting on 4/22 to see how much funding is available

· T-Funds – Metro Board delegated 50% to Metro and 50% to Cities/Counties

· 14 eligible projects from 11 jurisdictions – Metro/Caltrans

RHE only one from the South Bay that is eligible

      Other projects are still on the list and will be evaluated by 3/24

Highway Projects have a $6 Million dollar price tag; Metro still working on identifying projects and will work with the COG on these.

II.    SBCCOG LUV (Local Use Vehicles) Program – Wally Siembab, SBCCOG
The LUV initiative stems from a grant from AQMD, under SB375.  The objective of this project is to demonstrate the cost-effectiveness of using 100% electric, zero-emission, local-use vehicles for the existing short trips regularly taken in South Bay neighborhoods.  Currently, many trips taken by South Bay residents and businesses are shorter than 3 miles.  That’s a lot of carbon emissions from cars for such small distances traveled.  The LUV initiative will introduce an all-electric vehicle that is appropriate for those trips: small, 25 mph, and light weight.  The goal is to establish a multi-year process that will result in widespread use of LUVs by residents and businesses throughout the South Bay.
LUV Initiative: The Nuts and Bolts
· Purchase or lease of 4 to 6 vehicles for placement in various settings for a limited period of free use.  Candidates are senior housing projects, local businesses that offer delivery service (such as pizza), and residents with a short commute to work.  

· Establish a Web site for all LUV drivers in the South Bay 

· Monitor usage with GPS devices attached to the vehicles
· Will start in April 2009
III.    Paraliner PW – Rehabilitated Water Mains/Sewer – Dan Cross, General Sales and Marketing Manager, McBean
· Pariliner PW is a new item
· Technology has been around for over 20 years; “cure in place”
· Benefits:  no mitigating of water needed, no air pollutants produced, no shrinkage/void space, “100% structural replacement”
