  FEDERAL UPDATE 

1. HIGHWAY TRUST FUND (18.4 CENTS/GALLON GAS)  EXPIRED LAST MONTH.  LET TO SOME SCRAMBLING AND GOT CAUGHT IN THE UNEMPLOYMENT BENEFITS ISSUE.  CA. 50 PROJECTS STOPPED.  NOW EXTENDED THROUGH MARCH 28.      HR 2047 WOULD EXTEND TO DECEMBER 2010.  ADOPTED ONCE EVERY 5 YEARS.  SENATE DOESN’T WANT 6 YEAR BILL, HOUSE DOES.  NEED ENHANCED REVENUE SOURCE – AND THAT IS DIFFICULT IN ELECTION YEAR.  THEREFORE NO LONG TERM BILL UNTIL AFTER THE ELECTION.
2. AUTHORIZATION PROCESS – PREDICATED ON PRESIDENT’S BUDGET – PRETTY MUCH STATUS QUO.$500 MILLION MORE FOR LIVABILITY/SUSTAINABILITY INITIATIVE – USDOT, EPA, HCD.  NEW FUNDING MOSTLY FOR PLANNING.  NO IMPLEMENTATION $s.  2ND IDEA – NATIONAL INFRASTRUCTURE FINANCE FUND - $4 BILLION TO BUILD TO $20 BILLION OVER 4 YEARS AS THE GOAL.  LIKE THE INFRASTRUCTURE BANK.  $2.6 BILLION IN FIRST YEAR AVAILABLE.
3. TIGER PROGRAM FROM ARRA - $1.5 BILLION IN DISCRETIONARY FUNDS FOR SECRETARY ALONE TO DISTRIBUTE.  NO FUNDS WENT TO LA METRO.  CALIF RECEIVED CA. 9.5%.  COLTON CROSSING WAS MAJOR RECIPIENT – ON NO LIST ($33.8 MILLION)
4. APPROPRIATION – FEBRUARY 24 WAS DEADLINE FOR MEMBERS.  HEARINGS SOON.  MAY/JUNE BILL WILL TAKE SHAPE.  WILL PROBABLY MODEL PRESIDENT’S BUDGET.  WILL PROBABLY BE GUIDED BY HEALTH CARE.
5. CLIMATE ISSUES – SOME BENEFIT FROM CAP AND TRADE.  KERRY/GRAHAM ALLIANCE
6. TIGER 2 TO BE COMING OUT AS WELL AS SUSTAINABILITY GRANT AND SENATOR BOXER WILL HAVE HEARING ON ACCELERATING PROJECTS THIS THURSDAY WITH VILLARAIGOSA TESTIFYING

STATE UPDATE 

1. $97 MILLION BOND FUNDS TO COLTON CROSSING.  CAN’T ACCESS FUNDS WITHOUT AN AGREEMENT WITH RRs  AND STATE BY MARCH 2010 AND NOT YET IN PLACE AND NO PROGRESS.  COULD ALSO LOSE TIGER FUNDS. THEREFORE METRO ASKING STATE TO RE-PROGRAM MONEY FOR POSITIVE TRAIN CONTROL ($210 MILLION TOTAL COST).  WOULD NEED A MATCH.

2. SWAP PASSED – UNDERSTAND THE LOGIC BUT DIDN’T ADDRESS TRANSPORTATION FUNDS, ADDRESSED GENERAL FUNDS.  LESS PROTECTION ON TRANSPORTATION FUNDS.  ON GOVERNOR’S DESK.  JARVIS EXPECTED TO SUE AND MAYBE OTHERS.
3. INITIATIVES AND LEGISLATION TO DELAY OR REPEAL SB 375 OR AB 32 – NOT EXPECTED TO BE SUCCESSFUL.

4. METRO BOARD LOOKING AT ADMIN STAFF CUTS TO REDUCE OPERATING DEFICIT AS STEP 1; THEN SERVICE HOURS OPERATING.  FARE INCREASES ARE SCHEDULED BUT MEASURE R PROTECTS SENIORS AND STUDENTS FOR 5 YEARS.
