I. Self Introductions & Approval of Minutes - approved
II. Model Corridor – Rob Hranac, Berkeley Transportation Systems
Rob gave an overview of the project and talked about the current status of the project.  The first intersection has been installed and the consultant team is using this intersection as tests to not only assess how the other intersections should be configured, but also to advise for future projects.  
There have been some difficulties with the project including delays in obtaining equipment, delays in installation due to weather, and most recently, delays due to detectors malfunctioning and at the test intersection.  The consultant team is currently working to address the problem.  

Usually, if one detector fails, it is not a problem as there is an established relationship between all the sensors which can make up for the problem.  However, with this malfunction, there were multiple detectors not communicating properly.   The consultant team is estimating that the remainder of the intersections will be installed in 10 days from this meeting.

The team will be collecting data for a period of time and then making recommendations for operational improvements.  The final report will be a performance analysis and include impact of ramp metering.  
Questions: Regarding the data collected, it is not good to detect bicycles or pedestrians.  And the detectors can be installed in about 20 minutes.

Agency Reports 

· SBCCOG – Goods Movement Study is almost complete.  Staff is waiting on just two cities to respond to the draft report.  PCH Micro Corridor Analysis continues to move forward and consultants are collecting trip data. 
· South Bay Traffic Forum, LA County DPW – To date, 94 intersections have been installed out of 121 total for the South Bay.  The cooperative agreement for the City of Torrance TSCS was adopted by the Board of Supervisors.  Regarding the TSSP projects, almost all the 1999 projects are completed.  Regarding the 2009 call for projects the following projects were submitted: Avalon, Imperial Highway; El Segundo Blvd; Rosecrans Ave; and Redondo Beach Blvd.
· Metro – Regarding Call, July 2009 the rainbow report is due to be released, tech appeals will be on July 20-21, and Board adopt on Sept 24.  Regarding the Harbor subdivision meetings are being held.  On the Stimulus, 190 projects were submitted and Caltrans said that there is no money on the table - all funds were committed by cities.  On May 18 we will know if there are any E76 issues.  Majority of the funds will be committed, but some projects might fall off, so if you have a second tier projects, you should submit it too.  May 6 is the next TAC meeting.  

· Caltrans - if there are problems with completing forms, Caltrans is asking cities to come in and resolve issues in stead of sending them back.
