       I.  County Membership in the SBCCOG

· A letter has been sent to the county reflecting the Board’s action to invite them to join the SBCCOG.  No formal response has been received.

· Population is being recalculated for the unincorporated area and it may be less than was given to us before.  We are seeking a clarification.

· Re: the required amendment to the JPA – upon reviewing the document, the county is already listed as an Eligible Public Entity to join the SBCCOG and could do so now.  The revision to the voting would be in Section 5.a(3) which has to do with Eligibility of the Governing Board member and alternate.  Additionally, amendments to the JPA need 2/3 of the jurisdictions to be approved, not a unanimous consent.

J.   SBCCOG Boundary
· Westside Cities COG has been exploring the definition of their boundaries since Councilman Rosendahl requested that they include LAX.   The attached map is what they will vote on at their May meeting and they have asked SBCCOG if we have any issues.
· Upon reviewing our JPA agreement and By-laws, only the names of our cities are included, not any boundaries or areas except for Los Angeles which specifically says “Los Angeles (15th Council District Representative).  Yet, the District 11 representative has always been our alternate.
· There is no reason that an area cannot be in two councils of governments if SBCCOG is interested in including any areas to the north as well.
· ACTION:  Consider adding the L.A. 11th District areas of LAX and Westchester into SBCCOG boundaries after discussion with Councilman Rosendahl
K.   SBCCOG Appointment to a SCAG Policy Committee

· The SBCCOG has 3 Regional Council members who each sit on a policy committee by virtue of being on the Regional Council.  In addition, the SBCCOG has 3 appointments that can be made to the policy committees.  With Judy Mitchell now a Regional Council member, the SBCCOG has one vacancy for a policy committee. 
· We currently have 2 representatives on Energy and Environment (Judy Mitchell, Mitch Ward) and one each on Transportation (Steve Diels) and Community, Economic, & Human Development (Susan Rhilinger)
· There are two considerations to address
· Do you advertise this appointment to any South Bay elected official whose member city is in SCAG (PVE is not a member) or just SBCCOG Board delegates and alternates (a monthly report to the Board should be expected)?

· Do you want to offer just the two committees where we have only one representative and not the one where we have two?
· ACTION:  Advertise the vacancy among South Bay Board and Alternates and request that they choose between Transportation and Community, Economic & Human Development Committees
