 Wally, SBCCOG
· LUV Update – no real update as of yet ; waiting on AQMD contract
· 1,000 Vehicle Demo – Wally and Jacki met with John Kain from Urban Crossroads and Rick from Sikes from City of Santa Monica to  talk about next steps
AB118; Nothing from investment plan for the COG.  

· So, they went to the Dept. of Energy – Clean Air Program and sought the $2K voucher included in a clause – but this applies only to fleets of cars.  

· Next,  they went to the DOE – Energy Block Grants Program and are waiting for the guidelines which will be released this fall sought for competitive bid after the formula grants have been distributed

· CALSTART to manage this project if funded
· SB375 Update – RTAC is behind; Meeting w/SCAG on June 3rd
· SCAG has 6 methods in achieving greenhouse gas reductions.
