Wally will report on the SBCCOG NEV proposal submitted to the AQMD.  The proposal includes:

· A strategy for marketing the Neighborhood Vehicle Friendly (NVF) Initiative to health services organizations, residents, businesses (especially those that offer local delivery service such as restaurants), senior housing projects, and local governments in the eligible cities.

· A guide for drivers that includes rules of the road, maps of NEV routes in the South Bay, and other resources. 

· A hands-on vehicle exhibition that offers test drive opportunities.

· A discount program for those interested in purchasing a vehicle.

· A demonstration component that will allow residents and organizations that have specific characteristics to use an NEV for 3 to 6 months in exchange for an agreement to maintain a travel diary that will track utilization and user satisfaction.  

· A final report that documents and evaluates the entire process for sharing throughout the region.
