RE:      Expanding the SBCCOG membership to include the County 
In March the Board voted to invite the county to join the SBCCOG with a change in the Joint Powers Authority Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to add a provision only for the county that the voting delegate and alternate can be either the Supervisor or his chief of staff.  The County would have one vote and District 2 and District 4 Supervisors would decide which office is the delegate and which is the alternate.  The Board requested that the representative be consistent.  The MOU would need to be signed by 2/3 of the existing members.

Since that time, the Supervisors have responded that as in the Gateway and San Gabriel Valley COGs, they would each like a vote for a total of two votes for the County.  This would expand the number of voting members of the Board from 16 to 18. 

The Steering Committee considered their request at the last meeting.  They discussed the fact that the county unincorporated area in the South Bay exceeds 125,000.  Also, that this would assure greater consistency since the Districts wouldn’t be rotating the delegate seat each year as was originally envisioned. The Steering Committee discussion concluded with the following recommendation with which the Supervisorial offices concur.

RECOMMENDATION
The Steering Committee recommends that the Board approve an amendment to the JPA agreement to provide that:

· The Supervisors from District 2 and 4 each have a vote for a total of 2 votes for Los Angeles County
· A designated senior staff person who has the authority to vote for the office, preferably the Chief of Staff, be the voting alternate, and 
· Dues for the county will be $30,000 per year under the SBCCOG’s current dues formula
 

Upon approval of this recommendation, the JPA agreement will be revised and sent to each city for concurrence.  It will be approved when the consent of two-thirds (2/3) of all of the legislative bodies of the Members has been obtained.
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
