· Can do a reality test for each 5 acre-parcels

· South Bay built around “auto mobility” up to now – single-function centers, wide streets and arterials, and large single-family tracks has a lot to do with it.
· 35-50 % is single family
· 3 Models:  

· Automobile Model

· Transit Model

· Local Use Model

· Compass Model – SBCCOG is ahead of the pack; OCCOG has not done it yet

· SCAG Website – Smart Growth Forecast Methodology – stems from 2008 RTP
· Intended to reduce CO2 by 1.5 million metric tons (this is a project, not a proposal) – SGAG’s goal is 2.5 million metric tons 
· Data Sets – Housing Growth (cells) ; 1 cell = 1 ½ blocks

· Land use scenarios – formulas
· Data Sets:

1.   Conceptual Growth (land use)

2.   Housing Growth

3.   Employer Growth

· LUV Update – AQMD contract signed (schedule was biggest problem) ; Riviera Village Summer Festival – June 26th and 27th – COG to showcase 2 Mini E’s; COG has solicited existing NEV drivers in the South Bay – have 5 names
· SB375 Update 
· Regional forecast will go to HCD Committee in early July

· Sub-regional growth allocations will follow with meetings with COGs expected

· SCAG is evaluating 5 models for calculating GHG reduction targets
· SBC ranges from a low of 2% to high of 10% - Model 4; development potential around transit stops and corridors gives us a 10% share

· Submitted an application for technical assistance for holding workshops in three areas to explain the 3 growth models and the LUV strategy.
