· OUR FARES TO DOWNTOWN WOULD BE HIGHER BECAUSE WE WOULD HAVE TO TRANSFER.  WE NEED TO MONITOR THIS.  NEED SIMPLE FARE STRUCTURE TO BUY TICKETS TO YOUR END PLACE.
