A. League of California Cities – AB 155 passed.  Meet with Oropeza and Lieu’s office regarding concern of borrowing funds from cities.  The League is working on a campaign to “Save our Cities”.  The web site is Saveourcity.net.  Regarding SB686 AQMD Bill.  El Segundo wanting it to move forward.  There have been some changes to the bill and there are issues with the location of the power plant (Vernon).  Also, the League is joining with the Sheriff’s Office to save local government money. V.        Reports from Legislative Representatives
· Oropeza’s office: State budget will be cut, but too early to know how much and were.  It is projected that part of the revised budget will be release on June 15 as a proposal.  There are questions on what was going to happen with the Cal State education program.  The State is not anticipating any additional stimulus dollars.  The State is asking the Fed. to back the State borrowing.  There is some anticipation that in home services will be cut. (Will be at Board meeting to do presentation). 
· Lieu’s Office:  June 15 deadline with ABX27 regarding housing.  Their office is working on AB260 mortgage reform.  Also, their office has received a lot of phone calls regarding the State budget and are tracking comments.   They have heard there will be cuts at the Courts.
· Harman’s Office: Credit Card reform 2009 bill passed. One example of what is included in the bill is - more than 60 days late before rate increases.  American Efficiency Act – increase the efficiency of outdoor light bulbs (it is a phasing out).  Phasing out clunker appliances – this is an incentive program for manufactures and retailers.  Healthcare – President wants it on his desk in Oct.  Making the system more stable for the current insurance and provide insurance for uninsured.  Everyone might be mandated to purchase insurance.  $1 million costs anticipated.  Regarding the auto industry, Harman signed a letter regarding concern - GM and Chrysler dealership closures.
