Complete Streets:  Outfitting Cities for Local Use Vehicles 

John Kain, Urban Crossroads

· Currently monitoring LUV in Lincoln & Rockland – great potential
· AB1358 – CA Complete Streets Act of 2008 – policies/plans in City’s General Plan that addresses all users of streets (cyclists, pedestrians, disabled, etc.)
· Complete Streets – shifting from car-oriented only design to one that brings people together (walking, stores, etc.)
· Street Design – Major element of sustainable neighborhood & community planning
· NEV’s – street legal, low cost, energy efficient, zero emission mode of local travel
· No SoCal City has a plan for NEV’s right now
· Santa Monica – has NEV’s, but they still have connectivity issues ; “The other way around town”
· Pasadena, Pomona, Long Beach, Oxnard, El Segundo, Redondo Beach, and Manhattan Beach are interested in NEV Plans
· Besides NEV’s, there are: LEV, ULEV, SULEV, ZEV
· If a given city has a good plan for NEV, it will most likely be approved within a 3-6 month period; CA is under pressure to reduce green house gas emissions
· In Lincoln – they did a NEV plan, striping on streets, and as a result, people purchased NEV’s
· 5% of travel can be captured of in-city trips
· Currently about 50,000 NEV’s Nationwide – and no reports of fatalities yet
