Margaret and Paul of RBF will make their final presentation on the 2009-10 Compass Project.  The focus will be the economic analysis that ERA performed on the Marine Ave corridor in Lawndale and Hawthorne.  This should be especially interesting because that case study could be used as the model for proposing similar analyses on other South Bay corridors to the HUD grant and the Strategic Growth Council grant.   Its not clear yet but we might also review different formulations of various components of RBF’s final PPT in order to get your reaction – like, which would you recommend if this was being presented to your Planning Commission?

The discussion of the Strategic Growth Council grant should be of interest to all cities.  There is a special category for cities to apply, and another one for COGs and JPAs.  I want to encourage each of you to 1) come prepared to discuss projects in your city that you think will be suitable for the SGC grant, and 2) describe any corridors that pass through your city that you think might be good candidates for the SBCCOG to propose for economic analysis to HUD, the SGC or elsewhere.  Also, there will be a presentation by the SGC about the grant on August 3 at Metro.  
Finally, David will present his analysis of LUV usage in June.  This will feature a fun animation of trip routes and destinations for each driver.  Data continue to look promising.

We will also briefly touch on the latest regarding SB 375 and the Regional Transportation Plan.  There will be a CARB public hearing on the initial GHG emissions targets at Metro next Tuesday, July 20.  This will also be distributed as a Webcast for those of you who are interested but don’t have the time to travel downtown.
