	AB 2716

(Ma)
	Employment: paid sick days. Existing law authorizes employers to provide their employees paid sick leave. This bill would provide that an employee who works in California for 7 or more days in a calendar year is entitled to paid sick days, as defined, which shall be accrued at a rate of no less than one hour for every 30 hours worked. An employee would be entitled to use accrued sick days beginning on the 90th calendar day of employment. The bill would require employers to provide paid sick days, upon the request of the employee, for diagnosis, care, or treatment of health conditions of the employee or an employee's family member, or for leave related to domestic violence or sexual assault. An employer would be prohibited from discriminating or retaliating against an employee who requests paid sick days. The bill would require employers to satisfy specified posting and notice, and recordkeeping requirements.

	Coastal: sea level rise.  Requires the Office of Planning and Research's (OPR) General Plan Guidelines to include advice that cities and counties can use to address the effects of climate change and sea level rise.  Among other information, OPR must rely on technical information developed by the Ocean Protection Council and make it available to cities & counties through state websites.  OPR must also  
consult with the California Coastal Commission.

	AB 2030

(Lieu & Saldana)
	Energy: building standards.  This bill would require the State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission to adopt, in collaboration with specified parties, building design and construction standards, and energy and water conservation standards to require new nonresidential constructions commenced on or after January 1, 2030, to be zero net energy buildings.  This bill would define the term "zero net energy building."

(Laird & Feuer)
	Water Conservation. This bill would require the state to achieve a 20% reduction in  urban per capita water use, and 500,000 acre-feet reduction in agricultural water use by December 31, 2020.  The state would be required to make incremental progress towards the 20% urban water use goal by reducing per capita water use by at least 5  percent on or before 12/31/12, and by 10 percent on or before 12/31/15.

	Solar Energy:  This bill provides that when approval is required for the installation or use of a solar energy system, the application for approval shall be processed and approved in the same manner as an application for approval of an architectural modification to the property.  This bill provides that when the approving entity is a homeowner's association and not a public entity:  (1) the approval or denial of an application shall be in writing, and (2) if an application is not denied in writing within 60 days from the date of receipt of the application, the  
application shall be deemed approved unless that delay is the result of a reasonable request for more information.

	Groundwater. This bill would require the Department of Water Resources to conduct, every 5 years, groundwater investigations and to report its findings to the Governor and the Legislature with regard to those investigations commencing not later than January 1, 2010, and each January 1 thereafter in those years ending in 5 and 0. The bill would require the department to invite any local public agency that has responsibility for groundwater to participate in the investigations and submit its own information as to the conditions of its groundwater basin

	Diversion compliance.  Per capita disposal rate.  This bill would define the terms "diversion program," "jurisdiction," and "multicounty regional agency," for purposes of the act and would revise the definitions of the terms "rural city" and "rural county." The bill would delete the condition that the solid waste subject to source reduction, recycling, and composting under these provisions, be diverted from landfill disposal or transformation. This bill contains other related provisions and other existing laws.

	Solid Waste diversion.  This bill requires the California Integrated Waste Management  

Board to develop a plan to achieve a 75% statewide rate of solid waste diversion from landfills and other disposal facilities. Specifically, this bill requires the CIWMB to:  1)Develop, by July 1, 2009, a strategic and comprehensive plan to achieve the 75% statewide diversion rate by January 1,2020.

          2)Adopt policies, programs and incentives to ensure solid waste generated in California is source reduced, recycled or composted at a 60% rate by December 21, 2012 and at a 75% rate by 1/1/20.

	South Coast Air Quality Management District: air pollution fee.  This bill would extend the authority of the district to impose a fee indefinitely that currently expires on 1/1/10, and would require than no more than 5% of the funds in the account be used for administrative purposes where it is currently limited to 2 1/2%.   The $1 fee is on the renewal of registration of any motor vehicle in the district, and requires the district to utilize the revenues generated  to reduce air pollution from motor vehicles through the implementation of a clean-burning fuel program in that district.

(Saldana & Caballeros)
	Density Bonus law. This bill would impose certain procedures on the application for a density bonus and other incentives or concessions. Would require a city, county, or city and county to grant a concession or incentive requested by the applicant under existing law unless the city, county, or city and county makes a written finding, based upon substantial evidence, that, among other things, the concession or incentive would be contrary to state or federal law. The bill would delete a requirement that an applicant for a waiver or reduction of development standards show that the waiver or modification is necessary to make proposed housing units economically feasible. The bill would require, as a condition for the granting of a density bonus to a developer in exchange for donating land to a city, county, or city and county for very low income housing, that the local agency identify a source of funding for the very low income units.

	AB 2558

(Feuer)
	Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority: Metropolitan Transportation Commission. climate change mitigation and adaptation fee. This bill would authorize the authority and the commission, subject to voter approval,  to impose a climate change mitigation and adaptation fee in their respective jurisdictions. The bill would specify 2 alternative options for imposing the fee, which would either be a motor vehicle fuel fee or a vehicle fee, subject to specified maximum amounts. In the County of Los Angeles, the bill would provide for the fee to be imposed for a maximum of 30 years pursuant to a climate change and adaption expenditure plan adopted by a majority vote of the Los Angeles County Metropolitan Transportation Authority, with fee revenues to be used for public transit and congestion management projects and programs, with capital projects subject to a requirement that they be able to begin construction by December 31, 2018. The
bill would require the portions of the expenditure plan relating to public transit to first be approved by a 2/3 vote of the municipal transit operators in the county and a 2/3 vote of the authority. The bill would provide for the authority to call a special election no later than November 6, 2012, for the purpose of submitting the

ordinance containing the fee and expenditure plan to the voters of the County of Los Angeles, with majority voter approval required.  The bill would also provide that if the State Air Resources Board adopts a statewide fee on motor vehicles or on the retail sale of motor vehicle fuels under its existing authority, then that fee shall be collected in the Bay Area region and in the County of Los Angeles only to the extent that it exceeds a fee imposed pursuant to this bill for the duration of the term that this fee is imposed.

	Professions and Vocations.  This bill restricts a city or county from prohibiting a person, or group of persons, authorized by one of the agencies in the Department of Consumer Affairs  by a license, certificate, or other such means to engage in a particular business, from engaging in any act or series of acts that falls within the statutory of regulatory definition of that business, occupation, or profession.  This bill does not void local ordinances in effect prior to  January 1, 2009.

	Building Standards.  The California Building Standards Law provides for the adoption of building standards by state agencies by requiring all state agencies that adopt or propose adoption of any building standard to submit the building standard to the California Building Standards Commission for approval or adoption. This bill would require each city, county, or city and county to collect a fee from any applicant for a building permit, assessed at the rate of $4 per $100,000 in valuation, as determined by the local building official, with appropriate fractions thereof, but not less than $1. The bill would authorize the city, county, or city and county to retain not more than 10% of the fees collected for related administrative costs and for code enforcement education, including certifications in the voluntary construction inspector certification program. The bill would require the city, county, or city and county to transmit the remainder to the commission for deposit in the Building Standards Administration Special Revolving Fund which the bill would establish in the State Treasury. The bill would establish a state-mandated local program by imposing additional duties on local government. This bill contains other related provisions and other existing laws.
