REPRESENT ADVANCED PLANNING DIVISION – 8 OR 9 UNINCORPORATED AREAS IN SOUTH BAY.  110,000 POPULATION.  

Lisbeth Sinclair – WANT TO COLLABORATE.  RESPONSIBLE FOR GENERAL PLAN UPDATE – 1ST TIME IN 30 YEARS.  VISIONING EFFORT IN LENNOX.

Mark Herwick – 13 AREA COMMUNITY PLANS IN THE COUNTY.  IN SOUTH BAY – ONLY NEIGHBORHOOD PLAN IS IN WEST ATHENS/WESTMOUNT.  SOME COMMUNITY STANDARDS DISTRICTS – CAN HAVE SOME SPECIALIZED STANDARDS – NONE HERE NOW.

TWO TOD’S IN WEST ATHENS/WESTMOUNT AND IN LENNOX.  ALONG THE GREEN LINE.  ESTABLISHED IN 2005 AND WILL LOOK AT THEM AGAIN AND SEE HOW THEY ARE PERFORMING AND MAYBE MODIFY ORDINANCE TO IMPROVE TOD’S.  SOCIO-ECONOMIC, LAND USE ISSUES.   WORKING WITH 30 UNITS/ACRE AS STARTING POINT.
@ AVIATION STATION, APPLICATION FOR ADJACENT DEVELOPMENT.  DEFINITION OF PERFORMANCE – HOW MANY APPLICATIONS DO THEY HAVE FOR HIGHER DENSITY DEVELOPMENT?  WOULD ALSO LOOK AT RIDERSHIP.
JACKI MENTIONED TRANSIT SERVICE INDEX DEVELOPMENT.  SHOULD ALSO EVALUATE AMOUNT OF FEEDER SERVICE RAIL STATIONS, NOT JUST RAIL STATION ALONE.
MOST SUCCESSFUL (RE: RIDERSHIP)  POTENTIAL TOD IS FLORENCE/FIRESTONE. ON BLUE LINE – VERY WALKABLE.  NO REAL NEW DEVELOPMENT YET.  INCENTIVES:  REDUCED PARKING; SOME DESIGN STANDARDS;  MIXED USE ALLOWED WITHOUT DISCRETIONARY REVIEW.  MIGHT ALSO REASSESS BOUNDARIES.
LENNOX TOD IS ALSO ADJACENT TO LAX FLIGHTPATH SO MAY BE RE-EVALUATED RE: DENSITY AND DEVELOPMENT.

ULTIMATE GOAL IS TO CREATE COMMUNITY AND CENTERS.

WALLY – LOOK AT FUNCTIONALITY – NOT JUST RESIDENTS.

CORY – BEING NEXT TO FREEWAY ON GREEN LINE MIGHT NOT BE ATTRACTIVE TO DEVELOPERS AND LINK FROM DEVELOPMENT TO THE TRANSIT IS IMPORTANT TO CONSIDER.

WILL CONSIDER MAJOR BUS ROUTES AS PART OF THE MIX IN CONSIDERING PLACES FOR DENSITY.  I-110 ADJACENT IS ANOTHER POSSIBLITY.

APPROACH TO SCS – EMPHASIZE TOD’S AND DEMONSTRATE THAT THEY WILL REDUCE VMT.

Connie Chung – AFTER SCS IS BUY-IN FROM LOCAL JURISDICTIONS AND THEY ARE LOOKING AT BUY-IN THROUGH THEIR GENERAL PLAN UPDATE – GOING ON FOR MANY YEARS. LAST YEAR – PRELIMINARY DRAFT RELEASED.  HOUSING ELEMENT IS CERTIFIED BY THE STATE AND NOW IN IMPLEMENTATION PHASE.  
RELATING IT BACK TO CLIMATE ACTION ISSUES NOW.  WAIT ON GENERAL PLAN UNTIL SCS?  WAIT ON GENERAL PLAN TO ADDRESS CLIMATE CHANGE ISSUES?  ALL WILL BE CONCURRENT AND INFORM ONE ANOTHER – GP UPDATE, SCS AND CLIMATE ACTION PLAN.  NEXT 6 MONTHS TO STREAMLINE DRAFT AND DO SOME SURGICAL LAND USE CHANGES.
POSSIBLE FRAMEWORK INTO SMALLER PLANNING AREAS.  MAYBE BY THE 8 SUBREGIONS.  

GP UPDATE:  FOCUS ON ACCESSIBILITY FOR PEDESTRIANS.  BIKEWAY PLAN.  PARKS AND REC ELEMENT.  ECOLOGICAL AREAS.  ENERGY POLICIES SUPPORTING RENEWABLE ENERGY.  LAEDC DID AN INDUSTRIAL AREA STUDY AND MADE RECOMMENDATIONS RE: PRESERVING INDUSTRIAL LAND.  EIR ALSO WHICH WILL INCLUDE EMISSIONS INVENTORY AND IMPACTS.
SB 375 – COUNTY UNINCORPORATED AREAS DISCUSSED.  AT THIS TIME, THEY WANT TO BE THEIR OWN SUBREGION AND PREPARE THEIR OWN SCS.  THEY WOULD RESPOND THROUGH THEIR OWN GENERAL PLAN.  BUT – THEY STILL WANT TO WORK WITH SUBREGIONS AND/OR SCAG ON THEIR SCS.  OTHER COUNTY DEPARTMENTS INVOLVED.  SCAG FRAMEWORK AND GUIDELINES WOULD NEED TO BE AMENDED TO ALLOW THE COUNTY TO DO THEIR OWN SCS FOR UNINCORPORATED AREAS.   DON’T KNOW IF SCAG WILL APPROVE THIS APPROACH.

NO TRAFFIC STUDIES YET FOR GENERAL PLAN.  WAITING FOR LAND USE CHANGES FROM BUILD OUT MODEL.
WALLY – TARGETS BY SUBREGION – COUNTY #S WOULD HAVE TO BE SUBTRACTED FROM SUBREGIONAL TARGETS.  WILL ADD TO COMPLEXITY ENORMOUSLY.  DIFFERENT SOUTH BAY’S:  INLAND, COASTAL, PENINSULA, CITY OF LA AND COUNTY OF LA.  COASTAL AREAS STAYING EVEN OR GOING DOWN IN POPULATION.  INLAND AREAS CONSIDERING GROWTH.
