	AB 1066

(Laird)
	Coastal: sea level rise.  Requires the Office of Planning and Research's (OPR) General Plan Guidelines to include advice that cities and counties can use to address the effects of climate change and sea level rise.  Among other information, OPR must rely on technical information developed by the Ocean Protection Council and make it available to cities & counties through state websites.  OPR must also  
consult with the California Coastal Commission.

	SB 412

(Simitian)
	State Energy Resources Conservation and Development Commission: natural gas.  Requires the California Energy Commission (CEC) to conduct a liquefied natural gas (LNG) needs assessment study to be completed by November 1, 2008.  Requires the study to include a finding as to whether natural gas supplies can meet projected  demand without importing LNG.  Precludes the Governor, or a state or local entity from approving the construction or operation of a LNG facility until the report is issued, or until  November 1, 2008, whichever comes first.

	SB 1020 

(Padilla)
	Solid Waste diversion.  Requires CIWMB, on or before July 1, 2009, to develop a strategic plan to achieve a 75% statewide diversion rate on or before January 1, 2020.  Specifies that the plan: 
             a)   Place primary emphasis on programs that minimize the generation of solid waste, maximize diversion from landfill disposal, and manage materials in accordance with the state's waste management hierarchy and in support of the  Calif Global Warming Solutions Act of 2006; 

             b)   Include specific statewide strategies to promote producer responsibility, increase commercial recycling, expand the recovery of construction & demolition debris, increase the diversion of organic materials, and increase recycling opportunities in multifamily housing;

             c)   Include specific strategies to enable each state agency to achieve a diversion rate of 75% on or before January 1,2015; and,

             d)   Identify incentives, investments, and environmentally sound processing technologies that will be needed to achieve the 75% diversion rate. 

          2)Requires CIWMB to adopt policies, programs, and incentives to  

ensure a statewide diversion rate of 60% by December 21, 2012 & 75% by January 1, 2020.

	Local planning: residential development.  This bill restricts the use of double-zoned sites to accommodate a city or countys share of the  

regional housing need under housing element law, and amends the no-net-loss zoning law to clarify that upzoning or findings are required if fewer units are approved than were counted for the site in the housing element.

	Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2006: expenditure. The Act authorizes the issuance of bonds in the amount of $2,850,000,000 pursuant to the State General Obligation Bond Law. Proceeds from the sale of these bonds must be used to finance various existing housing programs, capital outlay related to infill development, brownfield cleanup that promotes infill development, and housing-related parks. The act establishes the Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund of 2006 in the State Treasury, requires the sum of $850,000,000 to be deposited in the Regional Planning, Housing, and Infill Incentive Account, which the act establishes in the fund, and makes the money in the account available, upon appropriation, for infill incentive grants for capital outlay related to infill housing development and other related infill development, and for brownfield cleanup that promotes infill housing development and other related infill development consistent with regional and local plans, subject to the conditions and criteria that the Legislature may provide in statute. This bill would require the sum of $100,000,000 to be transferred, upon appropriation, from the account to the California Pollution Control Financing Authority for the authority's California Recycle Underutilized Sites (CALReUSE) program established under specified state regulations, to be expended for brownfield cleanup that promotes infill housing development, and for other, related development, consistent with regional and local plans. This bill contains other related provisions.

	Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2006: Regional Planning, Housing, and Infill Incentive Account.  The Act authorizes the issuance of $2,850,000,000 in bonds pursuant to the State General Obligation Bond Law. Proceeds from the sale of these bonds must used to finance various existing housing programs, capital outlay related to infill development, brownfield cleanup that promotes infill development, and housing-related parks. The act establishes the Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund of 2006 in the State Treasury, requires the sum of $850,000,000 to be deposited in the Regional Planning, Housing, and Infill Incentive Account, which the act establishes in the fund, and makes the money in the account available, upon appropriation, for infill incentive grants for capital outlay related to infill housing development and other related infill development, and for brownfield cleanup that promotes infill housing development and other related infill development consistent with regional and local plans, subject to the conditions and criteria that the Legislature may provide in statute.  Requires the Department of Housing & Community Development, upon appropriation by the Legislature of the funds in the Regional Planning, Housing, and Infill Incentive Account for certain purposes, to establish and administer a competitive grant program to allocate those funds to selected qualifying infill projects, as defined, for capital outlay related to infill housing development and related infill infrastructure needs .

	SB 732

(Steinberg)
	The Safe Drinking Water, Water Quality and Supply, Flood Control, River and Coastal Protection Bond Act of 2006, an initiative statute approved by the voters at the November 7, 2006, statewide general election makes about $5.4 billion in bond funds available for safe drinking water, water quality and supply, flood control, natural resource protection, and park improvements. The Housing and Emergency Shelter Trust Fund Act of 2006, a bond measure (Proposition 1C) approved by the voters at the November 7, 2006, statewide general election, makes available upon appropriation by the Legislature $200,000,000 for housing-related parks grants in urban, suburban, and rural areas, subject to the conditions and criteria that the Legislature may provide by statute . This bill would require the various departments that are to implement the provisions of the initiative, among other things, to develop and adopt guidelines and regulations, consult with other entities, conduct studies, and follow certain procedures for establishing a project, or grant or loan program implementing the initiative.

	Transportation planning: travel demand models: This bill would require the California Transportation Commission, by April 1, 2008, to adopt guidelines for the use of travel demand models used in the development of regional transportation plans by certain regional transportation planning agencies. The bill would require the Dept of Transportation to assist the commission, on request, in this regard, & would impose other related requirements. Also requires the Air Resources Board to provide each region with greenhouse gas emission reduction targets for 2020 and 2050.
