· As of August 2, 10 cities have approved the JPA amendment.  We have received the hard copy approval from 5 of them.
· By the meeting, 3 more cities will have considered the matter and approval is expected.
· 11 cities are required for the amendment to be approved

E. Renewal of 1-year Telephone Maintenance Contract for SBESC
· SBESC’s current telephone maintenance contract with McMahon Telecommunications has expired.
· Renewal covers cards on the system, phone equipment, and voice mail programming support.  Response time for major interruption of service is guaranteed for no more than 4 hours. Labor rates outside of a contract are $95 per hour plus travel and costs of equipment.  
· These services can be obtained outside of a maintenance contract but there are no service level guarantees and the ability to make a single call for service is important for staff efficiency.   

· ACTION:  Recommend that the Board of Directors approve renewal of the Equipment Service Agreement with McMahon Telecommunications, Inc. at $950 for 1 Year – July 15, 2009 to July 15, 2010.

J. Authorization for Contract Approvals
· Currently all contract approvals no matter what the amount must be approved by the Steering Committee and the Board of Directors.  
· Now that the SBCCOG is operating the SBESC and an office, not only the budget has grown but also the need for more expedited decisions on some of the standard business items.  For example, an item on this agenda – approval of a service agreement for $950 – must go to the Steering Committee and then the Board of Directors.
· Consideration should be given to contract approval authorization for the Executive Director on smaller items and the Steering Committee on larger items
· ACTION:  Recommend to the Board of Directors that the Executive Director has authorization to enter into contracts up to $2500 with the requirement that these are budgeted and that reports on any contracts entered into be reported to the Steering Committee at the next meeting.
· ACTION:  Recommend to the Board of Directors that the Steering Committee have authorization to enter into contracts up to $7500 with the requirement that they are within the budget and that they be reported to the Board of Directors in a quarterly report.

 K.   FEMA Group Training on Disaster Recovery

· Mike Martinet, Area G Emergency Management Coordinator, would like to apply to FEMA for a training course of city personnel on how to prepare for recovery after a major disaster in the South Bay and he has asked the SBCCOG to participate by including the SBCCOG Executive Director as a participant.

· The course is 4 ½ days in Virginia and FEMA reimburses all travel, lodging and tuition costs except for food and would be February 8 – 11, 2010.
· Recovery from Disaster:  The Local Government Role – course description:
· The resident version of this course is designed for local disaster recovery teams 
consisting of emergency managers, city/county administrators, public works directors, 
building inspectors, and community planners. The course focuses on the roles and 
responsibilities of each team member, and provides guidance on developing a local 
disaster recovery plan. Best practices in disaster recovery are summarized in a CD-ROM 
toolkit included in course materials. Participants are given the opportunity to develop an 
outline of their own recovery plan during the course.
· Selection criteria:  Local government emergency managers, building officials, community 
planners, city or county administrators, and public works directors. State disaster 
recovery personnel who work directly with local governments in disasters are eligible to 
attend the course. FEMA staff who serve as community liaisons in disasters also are 
eligible and are encouraged to enroll in this course.
