AGREEMENT FOR PROFESSIONAL SERVICES BETWEEN
KURT J. KAMMERER
AND
south bay cities council of governments (scccog)
THIS AGREEMENT is made this 1st day of August, 2008, by and between Kurt J. Kammerer (hereinafter referred to as “Consultant”), and South Bay Cities Council of Governments (hereinafter referred to as “SBCCOG”).

RECITALS


The following recitals are a substantive part of this Agreement:

A.
The South Bay Cities Council of Governments (SBCCOG), in partnership with Southern California Edison and The Gas Company, has received a grant from the California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) to establish a SOUTH BAY CITIES ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES CENTER to serve the South Bay Cities.  

B.
SBCCOG is in need of professional services to assist with this endeavor.

 C.
Consultant is qualified by virtue of experience, training, education and expertise to accomplish these services.

D.
This Agreement is to establish the terms and conditions for SBCCOG to retain consultant to provide the services described below.

IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1.

Term of Agreement

This Agreement shall cover services rendered from the date of this agreement until December 31, 2008 or until the completion of the scope of work, whichever occurs first. All services shall be performed in accordance with generally accepted professional practices and principles and to SBCCOG’s satisfaction.

2.

Scope of Work and Deliverables

Consultant will perform the following services and provide deliverables as noted in the Exhibit A (attached) and other tasking as assigned and agreed to in regular project coordination meetings.

3.

Payment

SBCCOG shall pay for services based on the estimated Budget 

For services rendered pursuant to this Agreement (excluding any subsequent “Work Orders” or other amendments), Consultant shall be paid a total not to exceed $15,000.  Said sum shall include all applicable costs such as salaries and wages, overhead, travel, materials and supplies, subcontract costs, and fixed fees or profit.  It shall be the responsibility of the Consultant to regularly advise SBCCOG of the progress of the work and expenditures incurred.

Consultant shall submit monthly invoices for services rendered and for reimbursable expenses incurred.  SBCCOG shall pay the invoices within fifteen (15) days of receipt. 
4.

Modification

This Agreement constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties and supersedes any previous agreements, oral or written. This Agreement may be modified only by subsequent mutual written agreement executed by SBCCOG and Consultant.

5.

Authority to Execute

The persons executing this Agreement on behalf of the parties warrant that they are duly authorized to execute this Agreement.

6.
Preservation of Agreement

Should any provision of this Agreement be found invalid or unenforceable, the decision shall affect only the provision interpreted, and all remaining provisions shall be severable and enforceable.
