Discussion of the final report – Sustainable South Bay – An Integrated Land Use and Transportation Strategy – and its connections to SB 375’s SCS, the upcoming Compass Project, the LUV Demonstration, and SCAG’s planned public outreach for SB 375.  Wally     [see slides]

· SB 375 requires an SCS, which should be reconciled with AQMD’s PR 2301 
· SCAG will be conducting SB375 outreach to your Cities, City Council, Comm/planners, electeds beginning  this November 18.
· Concept of post carbon cities – how should infill development be used to reduce carbon
· Not gaining a lot of traction, but it is out there

· SCAG’s Planning Process for SCS: meet w/city staff to verify data sets ; 

· Jacki: Need data back by October – will use these data sets as baseline for your city for planning

· A lot of discrepancies in zoning data – SCAG says
· SB 375 –  residential density & transit is considered the primary basis for an SCS
· Sustainable South Bay – Wally very confident about the report…prescriptions are right…but needs to be implemented
· Appropriate vehicles – smaller/better cars for use
· 500K vehicles in SB – 175K of them are 2nd/3rd vehicles
· Commuter electrics, extended range , medium speed electric vehicles
· Public sector needs to get involved ; Private sector comes in w/their building structures
· Desired public transit service – high speed backbone to every sub-region
· LUV Initiative – don’t need complete streets right now because the NEV volume is low
· No significant public investment until striping comes into play

· Land Use Vision – part of SB 375 – this is a LONG-RUN prospect…over 10 or 25 years

· Goal is for trip demand to be satisfied within 3 mile radius to home – 80% of the time
· “Leave no neighborhood behind’  – social equity issue a possible problem with residential density-rail model for an sCS
· Land use strategy involves developing distributed commercial concentrations & converting single function centers like malls and campuses
· Reducing footprint of commercial developments – need to look at parking
· Riviera Village – successful center in part because it is also an employment center
· Debbie – what about Hawthorne Mall?  Wally – if structurally sound, try to incorporate small format retailers along with office based businesses.  
· Compass grant – will translate the land use transport vision into local policies so cities can decide what parts to adopt
· Luv demonstration is first step towards implementing mobility vision
· WRCOG – West Riverside - has SCAG compass grant to deploy their own  LUV initiative
· SCAG Transportation Demand Model – COG to get inputs to models – verify models will   accommodate our strategy.

Updates – PPR 2301 and its Best Management Practices – Wally
· The RTAC report allows for the use of Best Management Practices as complement to modeling as an evaluation of SCSs, and AQMD’s PR 2301 compliance will be based on BMPs.  SCAG and AQMD need to reconcile sot here aren’t two lists of BMPs. 

· Challenge is how to assign value to each BMP.
