GOLDEN CIRCLE:  $10,000 -  signage at lunch, banner, booth for themselves & sponsor and booth 
for 2 non-profits,  table with 5 seats with an elected & non-profit rep at the table, recognition in all 
materials  – electronic & printed & press releases, cable TV interview
